Description:
Beavertail State Park encompasses 153 acres 
of rocky shore, foot and roadways, sheltered 
coves and rocky bluffs at the southernmost tip 
of Conanicut Island.The park includes portable 
toilets, stairways, parking in excess of 120 vehicles, 
as well as educational plaques and programs. 
Uses include fishing, swimming (west side), hiking 
and picnicking.

Recommendation from 1999 Report:
This public shoreline access area is fully 
accessible and further improvements would be the 
responsibility of the state. Due to the wide range of 
existing facilities and large amount of shoreline 
accessibility, this right-of-way is given a priority 
rating of 1.
