Councilor Winsor noted both meeting Minutes reflected that Mr. Mistowski was interested in running a banquet facility at the Golf Course Clubhouse. Vice President Bowen would like a work session with the Buildings and Facilities Committee.

Jamestown Harbor Commission (12/14/2011) Councilor Winsor commented on Executive Director Keiser’s Report and the following vote: “Vice Chairman Kallfelz moved to approve the expenditure of an unknown amount to determine the cost of reconfiguring the floating dock so that the town can move the boats to the touch and go.” Councilor Winsor stated she was surprised that anyone would approve an unknown amount. Mr. Keiser stated the wording was not as intended. It was determined a small amount of money would be needed to perform dives and engineering work to develop the cost to put in extra pilings and relocate the float. He and Public Works Director Gray discussed this, and during the budget work sessions there will be a report to Council on their findings. Councilor Winsor commented Conanicut Marine Services has done a wonderful job for the community over time. She also noted under Conservation Commission Liaison Report it stated “ . . . Liaison Souza, along with Town Council Liaison Bowen and Commissioner McGuirl, have met and will be meeting with CRMC to ask for a recommendation on what action to take.” Councilor Winsor stated it was her recollection Conservation would not go to CRMC. Conservation Chair Trocki was in attendance and stated the prior Conservation Liaison, Maureen Coleman, did meet with CRMC and Liaison Bowen and Commissioner McGuirl.

Jamestown Planning Commission (01/04/2012)  Councilor Winsor noted the Minutes reflect that Maureen Coleman is the new Conservation Commission Liaison to Planning. She has been a superb Liaison to Harbor and is taking on a new responsibility.

VII.  COUNCIL, ADMINISTRATOR, SOLICITOR, 
COMMISSION/COMMITTEE COMMENTS AND REPORTS

A) Town Administrator’s Report. Mr. Keiser reported the Recreation Center van arrived on Friday, and a photo session will take place this Friday at 3:30 p.m. He urges available Council members to attend. Representatives of Bank Newport, who provided grant funding for a portion of the purchase, will be there. The new van looks great (15-passenger, handicapped accessible). The actual cost was $47,000 ($60,000 budgeted). 
1) Budget work session dates. Mr. Keiser stated he will send out a notice tomorrow regarding budget workshops, with a copy of the budget to Council members by March 7th. He suggested having two budget workshops during the week of March 12th and the   School Committee session the week of March 26th. Councilor Winsor suggested having one the week of March 19th instead of the 26th. Dates will be coordinated.
B) Finance Director’s Report

VIII.  PUBLIC HEARINGS

HARBOR MANAGEMENT, Sec. 78-22 Definitions (add new); Sec. 78-26 Mooring regulations (o) Outhauls 3); and (p) Other water-borne structures/anchors (add new); duly advertised in the of the Jamestown Press on 02/09/2012. This amendment was forwarded to us by the Harbor Commission after communications from the Coast Guard. 

A motion was made by Michael White with second by Ellen Winsor to open the Public Hearing for amendment of the Jamestown Code of Ordinances Chapter 78 Waterways, Article II Harbor Management. Voted unanimously in the affirmative. 

Public Comments. None.

A motion was made by Michael White with second by Ellen Winsor to close the Public Hearing. Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

Council Comments. 

Councilor Winsor. This is straight forward, and the buoys just need to be identified as private aids to navigation.
Vice President Bowen. The private aids to navigation need to be recorded. This is a minor modification.

Town Administrator Keiser stated this is a housekeeping measure to insure we have regulatory authority over buoys placed within our harbors. 

A motion was made by Michael White with second by Ellen Winsor to approve the proposed amendment to the Jamestown Code of Ordinances Chapter 78 Waterways Article II Harbor Management, Sec. 78-22 Definitions and Sec. 78-26 Mooring and outhaul regulations, as duly advertised. Voted unanimously in the affirmative. 
IX.  ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS

A) Resolution No. 2012-03: Resolution Relative to Abolishing the Water Resources Protection Committee and Charge the Conservation 
Commission with the Protection of the Town’s Water Resources. Vice President Bowen referenced Communication 5).

A motion was made by Ellen Winsor with second by Michael White to bring Communication 5) from Conservation Chair Carol Trocki to the discussion of Resolution No. 2012-03 and accept the Communication. Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

Memorandum of Conservation Commission Chair Carol Trocki re: support for Conservation Commission assumption of Water Resources Protection Committee responsibilities with assistance of Commission-appointed Technical Committee and amendment of 
WRPC Committee Charge. Town Administrator Keiser stated this was precipitated by research on the status of all Boards and Commissions. This Committee has only met a few times since 2007 after the purchase of farmlands. Staff met with WRPC to discuss options of how their functions could be accomplished. The State legislation that provides the Charge for Conservation Commissions covers the functions of the WRPC, and the WRPC active members agreed it wasn’t necessary to have a free-standing Committee. A model was drafted by Chris Powell, which included a Technical Committee (without separate authority), to serve as advisory to Conservation. The Conservation Commission was unanimous in its support. Conservation Chair Carol Trocki stated WRPC was formed to address land acquisition issues. Councilor Winsor referenced the former WRPC budget of $150,000 for the farmlands purchase. It is important water resources be a focus and she advocates it be absorbed by Conservation and water protection kept as foremost. Town Administrator Keiser stated there is approximately $126,000 that can be utilized for water protection issues. Councilor White thinks we are all set with this. Vice President Bowen commented on the Technical Review Committee, who would be non-voting members, recommended by Conservation and appointed by the Town Council. Vice President Bowen read Resolution No. 2012-03. 
A motion was made by Michael White with second by Ellen Winsor to adopt Resolution No. 2012-03 “Resolution Relative to Abolishing the Water Resources Protection Committee and Charge the Conservation Commission with the Protection of the Town’s Water Resources.” Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

Discussion. Town Administrator Keiser stated Police Chief Mello received a copy of the communication. Usually such narrow country roads are not striped, as it further narrows the travel lane and urbanizes the rural environment. It is rare to stripe a narrow arterial road. The Police Department has increased patrols along North Road, and surveillance radar was purchased and in use in that area to reduce speeding.

Back to the vote on the motion. Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

XV.  NEW BUSINESS

A) Award of contract for 2012 full revaluation of Jamestown properties to Vision Government Solutions for an amount not to exceed $139,500 as bid and recommended by Tax Assessor Kenneth Gray. Tax Assessor Gray is in attendance and stated his office is very pleased with the job done by Vision Appraisal over the last three years. The software is excellent, and he would like the consistency of continuing with the same company. Councilor Winsor referenced the Opal Tax system currently in use, which is now part of Vision Appraisal. This is a full revaluation in compliance with State law. Mr. Gray stated with the interface of both the appraisal and software packages under one company, the records will be more accurate and it will save time. The revaluation will be assessed on property as of December 3, 2012 and reflected in the tax bills for 2013. Councilor Winsor commented this is a full revaluation and notice will be sent to all property owners. Tasha Vincent of Vision Government Solutions is in attendance, offered to answer any questions and stated the company looks forward to continuing the working relationship with the Town of Jamestown. Councilor White is in favor of this company. Discussion continued. 
A motion was made by Michael White with second by Ellen Winsor to award the contract for 2012 full revaluation of Jamestown properties to Vision Government Solutions for an amount not to exceed $139,500 as bid and recommended by Tax Assessor Kenneth Gray. Voted unanimously in the affirmative.  
B) Adoption of 2012 Permit Fee Schedule as adopted by the Jamestown Harbor Commission on 02/08/2012 (same fee schedule as last year). Vice President Bowen stated an amendment was made to the Harbor Ordinance that requires submittal of the fee schedule with the complete budget and five-year plan. As this is an incomplete submittal and not in compliance with the Harbor Ordinance, it must be tabled. The Town Administrator was directed to contact the Harbor Commission and let them know this is an incomplete submittal, as the fee schedule cannot be submitted without a complete budget and approved five year plan. Harbor needs an approved five year plan and a complete budget, and then they can develop the fee schedule. By ordinance, these fees are to be set by March 15th. The Harbor Commission needs to schedule a special meeting to address this and submit the five year plan, complete budget and permit fee schedule for the March 5, 2012 Council meeting. Town Administrator Keiser stated he will contact Executive Director Edward Mello and Harbor Commission Chair Mike deAngeli tomorrow. Councilor Winsor referenced the Harbor Commission Minutes of January 10, 2012 which reflect “Town Engineer Mike Gray presented the Jamestown Harbor Commission with a revised version of the draft asset management plan. He requested the JHC prioritize projects listed under ‘Capital Improvement Projects’ and assign a monetary figure to them for the Long Range Infrastructure Plans.” Things are going slowly and Harbor just got a revised version of the draft in January. Vice President Bowen stated the message here is they are moving too slowly. Town Administrator Keiser stated he attended the January 10th Harbor Commission meeting and the asset management plan and five year forecast were discussed. Harbor is well aware there is a link between budgeting and permit fees. He will meet with Mike deAngeli, Chris Brown, Mike Gray and Chief Ed Mello to pull something together. Discussion continued. 
C) Acceptance of Affordable Housing Restriction from Bridges, Inc., and authorization for signing by Town Administrator. Town Administrator Keiser explained the 30 year restriction, which is a pro-forma administrative requirement that legally binds Bridges to the 30 year period. James Rafferty of Bridges, Inc. was in attendance and expressed their approval of the Restriction. 
A motion was made by Michael White with second by Ellen Winsor to approve the Restriction and authorize signing by the Town Administrator. Voted unanimously in the affirmative.
