III.  COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM
A) Approval of Application Priority List in the amount of $400,000. Town Planner Lisa Bryer was in attendance and explained the Priority List. The SHARP proposal ($1,300,000) was removed, as it was not in the best interest of the Town to pursue the program due to potential liability in administering the program. The opportunity to benefit Jamestown was non-existent. Jamestown has the second lowest foreclosure rate in Rhode Island. Discussion continued.
A motion was made by Robert Bowen with second by William Murphy to approve the Community Development Block Grant Priority List in the amount of $400,000 as presented by Town Planner Lisa Bryer as follows:

B) Adoption of Authorizing Resolution. President Schnack read the Authorizing Resolution.
A motion was made by William Murphy with second by Michael White to adopt the Authorizing Resolution. Voted unanimously in the affirmative.   
IV.  FORT GETTY PAVILION
A) Awarding of Bid for new wind curtains to L. F. Pease Company for an amount not to exceed $22,120, as recommended by Public Works Director Michael Gray. Mr. Gray stated this was brought forward by Recreation Director Bill Piva. A sample wind curtain and how it works is demonstrated by Mr. Gray. The funding is from the current year’s budget. 
A motion was made by Robert Bowen with second by Michael White to award the bid for wind curtains for the Fort Getty Pavilion to L. F. Pease Company for an amount not to exceed $22,120 as bid as recommended by Public Works Director Gray. Voted unanimously in the affirmative. 
B) Roof Color. Mr. Gray referenced the metal roof color samples on display. The color recommended by architect Andy Yates, green patina, was noted. Also noted were the larger color samples and asphalt roof samples obtained by Mr. Gray. The color of the Pavilion posts and timbers will be a weathered gray. President Schnack stated the roof material was discussed at length previously, and the decision was made for metal roof.  Council members want to stay with the metal roof. Discussion of color choices continued. Neutral color tones are preferred over the patina green (12 on the roof color chart). The patina green color is very commercial looking. Discussion continued. 
A motion was made by William Murphy with second by Robert Bowen to approve   medium bronze (03 on the roof color chart) as the metal roof color. Voted unanimously in the affirmative. 
V.  ADJOURNMENT
A motion was made by Robert Bowen with second by William Murphy to adjourn the special meeting. Voted unanimously in the affirmative.
