VI. COUNCIL, ADMINISTRATOR, SOLICITOR, COMMISSION/COMMITTEE COMMENTS & REPORTS
A) Town Administrator’s Report

1) Hurricane Sandy – Post-storm report. Town Administrator Keiser reported on the impact of Hurricane Sandy and stated Town officials met with FEMA representatives earlier today to document storm damage. Police Chief and EMA Director Edward  Mello  and Public Works Director Michael Gray prepared a PowerPoint report to follow.

Chief Mello reported the Town was notified of the impending storm on Thursday, Town departments completed preparations on Friday, and the Emergency Shelter at Melrose School opened on Sunday evening, fully staffed. Additional accommodations were available at the North Kingstown Shelter and North Kingstown Animal Shelter. Monday morning the Town began to realize impacts of the storm and opened the Emergency Operations Center. Full affects of the storm began to hit around 1:00 p.m., with sustained winds of 50 mph and gusts of 70 mph, with storm surge and less rain than expected. Mackerel Cove became impassible early on. Approximately 120 at-risk citizens were contacted and provided Emergency Shelter information. Emergency personnel responded to numerous calls throughout the day, with the high point of the storm at 4:00 p.m., and only one person was relocated to the Shelter. The most significant flooding occurred at Mackerel Cove, Conanicus Avenue, Racquet Road, North Road and East Shore Road. Coordinated efforts for tree removal and electrical hazards kept main roads passable; the Town worked well with National Grid, who improved their response over past storms, with 70% to 80% of the Town losing power. Tuesday was clean-up day and drinking water was supplied as needed. Wednesday clean-up continued by Town staff and National Grid; the EOC was demobilized and less than 300 properties were without power. Damages were assessed and documented, including photographs. Thursday clean-up continued and FEMA arrived in Jamestown to assess storm damage to determine eligibility for reimbursement. Friday clean-up continued and individual assistance teams toured damaged properties. FEMA claims filing information is available on their website and the Town website. 

Chief Mello showed pictures and videos of storm damage and the hazards faced during the storm at various critical locations. Next steps were outlined, including claims for reimbursement of costs related to recovery at 75% of reimbursement rate. Mitigation work continues at Mackerel Cove Beach, East Ferry Wood Pile Pier, Fort Getty Pier and Access Road and West Ferry. The majority of the remaining work is on the Finance and Public Works Departments. Potential mitigation projects are Bay View Drive, Freebody Drive, and Mackerel Cove. Erosion, with sand covered roads, and the seawall under repair were shown and explained. Lengthy discussion continued. Chief Mello stated assessment will continue, and there was no loss of life as a result of the storm. Chief Mello thanked the Police Department staff, the Emergency Shelter staff, EMS, and Public Works for a job well done. Town Administrator Keiser thanked Chief Mello for his presentation and stated assessments will continue. Efforts by paid staff, in particular Police and DPW staff, and volunteers were wonderful. They all worked numerous hours with enthusiasm, and the teamwork was a model for anyone else to follow. Town Council members stated kudos to all. This item is continued on the agenda for updated reports. 
B) Status Report on Active Town Projects and Accomplishments. Town Administrator Keiser reported his office is finishing up and will have loose leaf binders ready for distribution on Wednesday containing comprehensive reports prepared by department heads, Finance Director and Town Administrator, giving the Council a full baseline review of where we stand with existing projects so that the Council can make decisions on issues and projects going forward. 
C) Finance Director’s Report. No report this evening.
D) Town Solicitor’s Report. Solicitor Ruggiero suggested when the Council is ready, perhaps at the next special or regular meeting, he would like to give a brief digest of the Open Meetings Act requirements, Ethics Commission and open litigation.

XII.  OPEN FORUM

Elizabeth Delude Dix of East Shore Road congratulated the Council on their election and thanked their predecessors and all those present who have served the Town in the past. She asked for a fuller explanation of the Open Meetings Act and expectations for the community from the Council regarding the depth of dialogue they can engage in. Solicitor Ruggiero stated it is up the Council and he will respond accordingly. Councilor Mihaly feels this should be done at a meeting scheduled for this purpose. President Trocki feels it should be now, as many people are here. Ms. Delude Dix agreed.
Solicitor Ruggiero gave a general review and stated any member of the public can speak with a member of the Council by calling them individually and lobbying them. The public can meet with two members of the Council. The Council cannot convene with a majority present (three members in attendance) at a social function and engage in a deliberative discussion on any issue that is scheduled to come before them or is expected to come before them. Council members must refrain from talking amongst themselves and should only speak to one other member on an issue. This is an area where Council members must be cautious. They can all attend the same social events, but they cannot get into a deliberative discussion, as to do so would be a violation. Councilors can listen to your thoughts and ideas at a function, but they cannot respond. Such discussion must take place at a meeting or work session. That is the big picture, to be brief. 

Ms. Delude Dix would be interested in attending a meeting when the fuller discussion will take place. Jamestown is an active community, with many individuals engaged in the process, and it is hoped it will continue.
