VII.  COUNCIL, ADMINISTRATOR, SOLICITOR, 
COMMISSION/COMMITTEE COMMENTS AND REPORTS

A) Town Administrator’s Report. Town Administrator Keiser advised the Council of his written report with sections of interest to the Town Council. 
1) Hurricane Sandy – Post-storm report. Mr. Keiser reported meetings with FEMA representatives regarding impacts of Hurricane Sandy continue. A written report from Chief Mello is attached to the Town Administrator’s Report. Chief Mello, DPW Director Gray and Finance Director Collins are the liaisons with FEMA and are happy to answer questions. Today’s meeting with FEMA and pending restoration projects were referenced.

2) Washington County Regional Planning Council Invitation. Mr. Keiser reported on the training session on local governance and leadership sponsored by the WCRPC led by the Bryant University Hassenfeld Institute for Public Leadership on December 6th at Liliana’s Restaurant in South Kingstown. Councilors Meagher and Mihaly will attend with Town Administrator Keiser.  
3) 2011-2012 Annual Report. Town Administrator Keiser provided a copy of the annual report to the Council of current issues, budgetary and financial conditions and departmental activities and accomplishments. A link to the report is available on the Town website.  
4) Town Council Goal Setting 2013-2014. Mr. Keiser advised that adopting formal goals can be a useful tool to organize the agenda and guide Council action. Department heads will recommend programs and projects for Council review and consideration. A goal setting work session is suggested for January prior to budget development. It is the consensus of Council members that goal setting would be helpful. Council members will meet with Department heads to begin the process. 
5) Tour of Town Facilities. Town Administrator Keiser noted this is a full-day activity and a helpful opportunity for Department heads to explain their programs and facilities. The Town Clerk will compile available dates and a mutually-agreeable date will be scheduled as soon as possible, with adequate time scheduled for each facility. The Recreation Department van will be used for the tour. The public is invited to tour the facilities as well (using their own vehicles). Discussion continued.  
6) School Committee Pre-Budget Work Session. Mr. Keiser reported the work session is scheduled for December 17th at 7:30 p.m. The work session is done annually to provide a sense of what the school department sees on the horizon, in particular State aid, Medicaid, and other issues and expenditures for the upcoming fiscal year. The Town will provide what is foreseen as a tax levy and increase. Over the last three years tax increases have been in the 1% to 2% range. Each budget year reveals new challenges. Expenditure needs, fiscal limitations, quality educational programs and maintaining an affordable tax rate for residents were reviewed and discussed. Discussion continued. 
7) Town Employee List. The compiled list was referenced.
B) Finance Director’s Report. Finance Director Collins stated the Budget vs. Actual report is prepared monthly. It reflects the annual budget, period to date expenses, year to date expenses, remaining budget amount and percentage of budget remaining. The report is provided in the Friday Council meeting packets, and emails to the Town Administrator with questions can be answered prior to the Monday Council meetings. Discussion ensued of expense patterns and traditions for various accounts.  
C) Town Solicitor’s Report. Peter D. Ruggiero, Esq. Open Meetings requirements. Solicitor Ruggiero stated he is available for Council questions on open meetings. There are three elements that constitute a meeting – a quorum, a meeting, and what constitutes a meeting, which is some activity where a Council has a collective discussion or takes action on an issue. The planned Tour of Town Facilities is acceptable, as the Council is on a bus touring facilities, which is an informal activity, and no deliberative discussion takes place. The Attorney General’s Open Meetings Summit was referenced. All members can attend and sit together at a social event. Before a violation occurs, a council majority must be present and public business discussed or action taken, without proper notice. Discussion continued. Solicitor Ruggiero will deal with specific instances upon request.
Ethics Commission. The Ethics Commission notifies Council Members annually that a Financial Disclosure Statement must be completed and submitted. If it appears there is a conflict with an issue, the Council member should recuse or seek an advisory opinion from the Ethics Commission. Only they can determine if a conflict exists. The conflict exists if a financial betterment or detriment exists for a Council member or a family member.  Examples were given. 
Access to Public Records or Documents. Most requests come through the Town Clerk’s Office. Communications between Council members and their constituents are exempt. All requests should be forwarded to the Town Clerk as the clearing agent, as there are guidelines that must be followed and time lines that have compliance requirements. Solicitor Ruggiero stated he will answer Council questions at any time, as it is better to deal with specific issues rather than a general overview. 
Abstaining vs. Recusal. Abstaining is when a member of a public body prefers not to make a decision. The abstaining party can state their reason for the abstention, but it is not required. There is a legal obligation to vote, but it is not required, and an abstention carries with the majority vote. Recusal is a legal action required under the ethics laws and the individual must file a recusal form with the Ethics Commission why they didn’t participate. How often such conflicts arise is tracked.

Sav Rebecchi. Sail Street. Mr. Rebecchi questioned the discussion between two Council members regarding tax abatements. He also questioned the discussion that took place prior to this meeting between Councilors Meagher and Mihaly regarding the letter and response to the 1st grade class regarding rule making and whether this was appropriate.  Solicitor Ruggiero stated there was no violation, as there was no quorum, and there was a consensus to prepare the letter. Discussion continued.

This was discussed at last week’s work session. The first Monday of each month will be the regular Town Council meeting at 7:00 p.m. The Board of Water and Sewer Commissioners meeting will be scheduled for the first Monday of each month at 6:30 p.m., and moved up to 6:00 p.m. as needed. The meeting scheduled for the third Monday of the month will provide an opportunity to meet with various committees and will begin at 7:30 p.m. It will be conducted in the work session format, with 15 minutes of the agenda set aside to discuss agenda items for the next regular meeting. 
A motion was made by Eugene Mihaly with second by Mary Meagher to set the regular Town Council meeting on the first Monday of each month at 7:00 p.m., with the Board of Water and Sewer Commissioners meeting on the first Monday at 6:30 p.m. or 6:00 p.m. as needed. Voted unanimously in the affirmative. 
A motion was made by Eugene Mihaly with second by Mary Meagher to set the second Town Council meeting of the month for the third Monday at 7:30 p.m.  Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

President Trocki noted the appointments were discussed last week. Councilor Tighe abstains, as Solicitor Ruggiero has performed legal work for members of his family. Vice President Meagher noted that she designed Solicitor Ruggiero’s house 3 ½ years ago, but she does not consider this a conflict as defined, and she will vote on the Solicitor appointment.
A motion was made by Mary Meagher with second by Eugene Mihaly to appoint Fred Pease as Town Sergeant. 
Discussion. Mr. Pease has served for 12 years. 

Back to the vote on the motion. Voted unanimously in the affirmative.
A motion was made by Mary Meagher with second by Eugene Mihaly to appoint J. Peter McGuirl, Esq. as Probate Judge.
Discussion. Vice President Meagher stated she was on the Council 21 years ago when Peter was appointed for the first time. 

Back to the vote on the motion. Voted unanimously in the affirmative. 

A motion was made by Blake Dickinson with second by Mary Meagher to appoint Carolyn Mannis, Esq. as Criminal Prosecutor. 
Discussion. Carolyn is Deputy Solicitor as well as Prosecutor, and the chain of command runs from the Town Solicitor to Carolyn Mannis, and from the Council to the Town Solicitor. Prosecutor Carolyn Mannis reports to Town Solicitor Peter Ruggiero.

Back to the vote on the motion. Voted unanimously in the affirmative. 
A motion was made by Mary Meagher with second by Eugene Mihaly to appoint Peter Ruggiero, Esq. as Town Solicitor. Kristine Trocki, Mary Meagher, Eugene Mihaly and Blake Dickinson vote in the affirmative. Thomas Tighe Abstains. Motion passes by a majority vote in the affirmative.

President Trocki noted that the Criminal Prosecutor and the Town Solicitor serve at the pleasure of the Town Council, and if at any point the Council is dissatisfied with these appointments, this can be revisited. The Town Sergeant and Probate Judge serve for a two-year term.

In the past Council liaisons attended meetings of boards/commissions/committees. After review it was determined a better, more efficient use of Council’s time would be to have the boards/commissions/committees come to the second Town council meeting, including Chairs and members, to facilitate a collective understanding of the issues. This is an experiment. Town Administrator Keiser will have a report to the Council by December 17th regarding liaisons. The vote on this agenda item is tabled until the Council is ready to make a decision. The School Committee is the one committee that would benefit from a liaison. Discussion continued. 
D) Town Committees/Appointments/Vacancies. A list of committee vacancies was advertised in the Jamestown Press and posted on the Town website. Some appointees have reapplied. The list needs to be updated, and the Council should engage in a discussion of whether interviews should be conducted for re-applicants or new applicants, with input from committee chairs. Unless there are issues, there is no need to conduct interviews for reappointments that are endorsed and a recommendation letter submitted by committee chairs. The Clerk’s Office keeps track of expiring terms and which committee members have reached term limits. It is better to focus on applicants new to the process. A detailed list of names with appointments will be prepared for the next agenda and a calendar will be reviewed for potential interview dates. Audience members are urged to apply for Town vacancies. The January 7, 2013 meeting is the tentative date for appointments. Reappointments will not be interviewed. Discussion continued.  
E) Fort Getty.

Presentation by Town Administrator Keiser. The map displayed demonstrates where the last Council left off. At the August 6th meeting the Council voted 4 to 1 to reconfigure the campground for 2013 by eliminating 16 RV sites from the north section. This was done to create a sense of open space with an uninterrupted view from Fort Getty Road westward. For 2014 the Council proposed consideration of the removal of an additional 16 campsites along Fort Getty Road. Staff was asked to report on the impact and create a plan to relocate those 16 campsites to an area on the west side next to the nature trail. Also proposed were increases to the annual fee schedule for 2013 from $3,700 to $4,200, and for 2014 to $4,700, the same as charged in Middletown (with fewer amenities). The staff was directed to review the area by the Gatehouse as a seasonal parking site for trailers and boats in order to remove parking along Fort Getty Road, to provide better access to the fishing pier, and support for the sailing school.  
Councilor Tighe asked if Town staff developed an alternative plan. Mr. Keiser stated no, as the 2004 Fort Getty Master Plan Committee developed a plan that was adopted by the Town Council. Town staff takes direction from the Council, and did not take independent action. Discussion ensued of the 2005 Plan and why it was not implemented.

Councilor Mihaly suggested since this alternative plan is a lot to comprehend, it should be continued to an evening when we can review and deliberate it (very soon), as the Recreation Department needs to send notification letters to campers with available sites and costs, etc. Discussion ensued of the 16 eliminated north sites and transient sites. The August 6th approved plan was not enacted, as all actions were put on hold until after the election. Vice President Meagher reported on her proposed management plan which includes:

· RFP for repair of the masonry work at the entry gates (built by German POW’s 
during WWII).
· RFP for landscape architectural services to 
design parking area, location of 
bathrooms, amenities and landscaping at the Pavilion, as this structure warrants 
an appropriate level of attention. Architect Andy Yates has agreed to assist with 
the project. The Lions Club donation of $40,000 for the story circle and benches 
was referenced. 
· Create buffer zones between uses rather than open space, in particular the roadway leading to the boat ramp, eliminating the eastern row to reduce friction and hap-hazard appearance of the campground. Discussion ensued of campsite redesign by combining undersized campsites to create uniform-sized campsites of 1,800 square feet and removal of 23 to 35 campsites. 
· Reduce congestion along Fort Getty Road, access way to the dock, boat ramp, reducing boat storage, boat parking (up to 26) to make the area less dense. Discussion continued.

· Create new rates structure, including boat parking and boat storage ($720) and increase the annual seasonal rate for campsites to $4,500, in line with the fee charged by Middletown. 
Councilor Dickinson liked some of the suggestions. We have a facility run by the Town, but the Recreation Department has not been brought in previously for a presentation and recommendation. Council members concurred. Discussion ensued of park management, including a park ranger or campground manager. Director Piva noted that campers receive annual notification letters that would include the size, number and cost for campsites. Discussion ensued of Fort Getty decisions and the appropriate agenda placement (December 17th meeting or special meeting December 10th). Recreation Department priorities and time frames were referenced. Town Administrator Keiser noted the important issues, information available, and primary decisions that need to be made in the immediate future. Council consensus is to schedule a special meeting for Fort Getty, with open forum, for Monday, December 10th at 7:00 p.m.  

Public comment opened.

Moe LaFlamme. Weatherly Court. Mr. LaFlamme stated this looks like a rush decision on a totally new plan. He agreed the Council should hear from the Recreation Director.  This plan includes major revisions, and the last Council took three years to make a decision and was criticized for rushing a decision. This is the first time seeing the new plan and it shouldn’t be rushed to have a decision for the upcoming season. Mr. LaFlamme commented on the reduction of campsites and why this was done. Council members stated this was done to reduce congestion in the park, the prior Council made changes for the upcoming year, this is a simpler, short term management plan for next season. The Council commented Mr. LaFlamme is making assumptions this Council does not share. The Council may take a vote and make decisions, even if it is to keep the status quo. Further Town Council explanation continued. Mr. LaFlamme commented on Jamestown residents on the waiting list, an alternate fee schedule for residents and working with the Recreation Director. Discussion continued.    
Paul Sprague.  Mast Street. Mr. Sprague expressed his agreement with Mr. LaFlamme’s comments. The last Council made a decision to relocate 16 sites to the transient sites. This decision requires much thought and process. He is okay with elimination of the transient sites, but does not want to lose permanent sites. He would also like to see more trees for aesthetics. The Council should work on other issues that need to be addressed, not just Fort Getty, and keep the revenue stream from the campground. Campground improvements were referenced. Discussion continued. 
Point of order was called. The discussion was for clarification purposes only. 
Arthur Christman. Windsor Street. Mr. Christman commented we all have opinions. The Town needs someone at Fort Getty to run it properly. Give the Recreation Department the person they need to run it and the money to do it with. 

Jerry Scott. Walcott Avenue.  Mr. Scott asked the process for establishing the rates charged for the seasonal campers. Town Administrator Keiser stated the rates are based on other public and private campgrounds, primarily in RI, using fair market values. Mr. Scott expressed that most commercial RV parks charges are based on revenues using an 11% cap rate, and Jamestown is based is on a 3% cap rate. Mr. Keiser agreed public and private entities charge differently. Discussion ensued of activities at Fort Getty and how they are run. Discussion continued. 

Recreation Director William Piva was asked when he needs the number of campsites and fee schedule for 2013. Mr. Piva stated he needs this information by the end of December. The Council asked Mr. Piva to prepare a report for the December 10th special meeting, outlining revenue and expenses. The Council would like a presentation and information from Town Planner Lisa Bryer and Public Works Director Gray on December 10th. Mr. Piva is asked to provide prevailing issues at Fort Getty in his report as well. Discussion continued. Parking issues were referenced and discussed. More information will be provided at the special meeting on December 10th.  

XV.  NEW BUSINESS

A) Town Council Rules and Procedures. A copy of the Rules and Procedures were sent to Council members in word for review and amendment. 
B) Agenda order and format. Vice President Meagher developed a new agenda format, with suggestions by Solicitor Ruggiero. The intent of the revision was to bring the public sections of the meeting to the forefront and encourage public participation. Vice President Meagher read the preface added to the agenda. The changes represent what was discussed at the Council work session, review of agendas from other communities, and research what works best for Jamestown. Discussion continued. 

A motion was made by Eugene Mihaly with second by Blake Dickinson to adopt the agenda format revisions. 

Discussion.  This is a terrific first step to make the agenda more user-friendly.

Back to the vote on the motion. Voted unanimously in the affirmative.  

Agenda items will be discussed at the second meeting for inclusion on the first meeting agenda.  

C) Dutch Harbor Boat Yard request to increase total commercial moorings from 100 to 108, with recommendation for approval by Harbor Commission Executive Director Edward Mello. Chief Mello commented the ratio of 60 public to 40 private moorings is set by ordinance, and this increase is acceptable. Town Council approval is required prior to CRMC approval in order to enact this increase to 108. 
A motion was made by Eugene Mihaly with second by Thomas Tighe to grant the request of Dutch Harbor Boat Yard to increase the total commercial moorings from 100 to 108, as recommended by Harbor Commission Executive Director Edward Mello. Voted unanimously in the affirmative.  
D) Rhode Island Product Stewardship Council. Former Town Council Member William Murphy served as the Council’s representative to the RIPSC. Town Administrator Keiser gave a brief description of the ad hoc group and the representative position, as brought forward by former Town Council Member Ellen Winsor, to research best practices to minimize the disposal of used packaging detrimental to the environment. This position does not need to be filled immediately, and it could be referred to the Conservation Commission for their recommendation, as they are studying this issue. Council consensus is to forward this to Conservation. 
E) Hull Cove – RIDEM Trail Grant Submission. This grant has been in process since 2009. 
A motion was made by Eugene Mihaly with second by Mary Meagher to approve the Hull Cove – RIDEM Trail Grant submission and authorize its signing by Town Council President Trocki. Voted unanimously in the affirmative.   
XVI.  EXECUTIVE SESSION

A motion was made by Mary Meagher with second by Blake Dickinson to enter into Executive Session pursuant to RIGL §42-46-5(a) Subsection (2) to discuss litigation and collective bargaining. Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

Pursuant to RIGL §42-46-5(a) Subsection (2) the following vote was taken by the Jamestown Town Council to enter into Executive Session to discuss litigation and collective bargaining:  President Trocki,  Aye; Vice President Meagher, Aye; Councilor Tighe, Aye; Councilor Mihaly, Aye; Councilor Dickinson, Aye.

The Jamestown Town Council reconvened its regular meeting at 11:18 p.m. The Jamestown Town Council entered into Executive Session at 9:28 p.m. by unanimous vote and that session has now ended by unanimous vote. President Trocki announced that no votes were taken in Executive Session.

A motion was made by Eugene Mihaly with second by Mary Meagher to seal the Minutes of the Executive Session. President Trocki, Aye; Vice President Meagher, Aye; Councilor Tighe, Recuses; Councilor Mihaly, Aye; Councilor Dickinson, Aye.

XVII.  ADJOURNMENT.

A motion was made by Blake Dickinson with second by Eugene Mihaly to adjourn. Kristine Trocki, Mary Meagher, Eugene Mihaly and Blake Dickinson vote in the affirmative. Thomas Tighe recused. Motion passes by a majority vote in the affirmative.
