REPORTS OF BOARDS, COMMITTEES AND TOWN OFFICIALS:

1) Town Administrator’s report – See attached

After Maryanne Crawford, Town Administrator reviewed her report, Councilor Amerigian stated  “services were provided by my company to one of the design engineer’s company” who submitted a proposal to design the rehabilitation of the Sewer Treatment Plant.  Councilor Amerigian stated that he is requesting a written opinion from the Ethics Commission seeking their opinion.  He asked that the interview process for the three finalists be held after he receives his written opinion.  

Councilor Littman asked Town Solicitor Murphy about the Memorandum of Understanding in reference to the Narragansett Ave. Enhancement Project.  Town Solicitor Murphy explained the MOU and stated that if there are any changes in the agreement, the Town may incur additional expense and risk. Town Administrator Maryanne Crawford said that she would work on the Class A archeological study which is the first phase and return to the Council with the results.



a)  Spencer Potter vs. Town of Jamestown – Update from Town Solicitor

Town Solicitor James Murphy reviewed the claim that Mr. Potter filed in court for services he provided to the Town in 1992.  The case has been heard and the Judge has issued a summary judgment to dismiss the complaint.  Town Solicitor stated that Mr. Potter still has the opportunity to appeal.
