Pink
is for strikeouts of existing Charter language


Gray
is for strikeouts of Gender Neutral and Plurality language


Green
is for new Gender Neutral and Plurality language


Blue
is for new Charter language


Gold
is for strikeouts of Start-up language

Following Mr. Rebecchi review, Council President Settipane requested Council discussion.  

It was the consensus of the Council that there was no objection to the changes in the start-up language as presented by the Committee.

It was the consensus of the Council that there was no objection to the changes made relating to the gender neutral and plurality language as presented by the Committee.

Richard Allphin, Zoning Board of Review Chair, suggested that Sec. 706. Appointment and tenure. is State mandated and should be consistent with the Rhode Island General Law.
