Town Administrator report - the following action items are referenced in the Town Administrator’s report:
1.  (a)  Request from Paws and Claws to use storage facility at Town                       Office for a temporary animal shelter

 Barbara Szepatowski, President of Paws and Claws presented her proposal to renovate the garage behind the town office building so it could be used as a temporary animal shelter for cats and small animals such as hamsters, guinea pigs, mice, ferrets and rabbits, until a permanent location could be found.  Ms. Szepatowski noted that it would still be necessary to kennel stray dogs in North Kingstown.  Ms. Szepatowski informed the Council that she is proposing an all volunteer shelter to be funded by grants, donations and adoption fees.  To date, Ms. Szepatowski has had services donated for electrical services, painting services and construction labor, as well as office furniture, computers, copy machine, file cabinets, network printer and fax machine.  In addition, the organization would provide the proper insurance policy.
The Town Administrator recommended that he be allowed to work directly with Ms. Szepatowski and report back to the Council.  There being no objection from the Council, the Town Administrator would report back to the Council on the feasibility of allowing the garage behind the town office building as a temporary animal shelter for small animals, excluding dogs.  
     (c)  Donation of lot to Conanicut Land Trust Corporation with conservation easement to Town for approval

It was moved by Councilor DiGiando, seconded by Councilor Long to direct the Town Administrator to arrange for the donation of Plat 16 Lot 330 to the Conanicut Land Trust Corporation with a conservation easement from the Land Trust which would run to the Town.  So unanimously voted.

The Town Administrator noted that the FY 2006 operating budget including the capital budget and the budget of the School Committee as presented is $17,648,168.00 representing an increase of 4.72% with a tax rate of $9.09.  
Councilor DiGiando expressed his concern with the $5,000.00 cut in the police overtime line item, stating that because the Town expects the police to cover civic events such as the Memorial Day Parade, the Council might want to consider leaving those funds in that particular line item..  It was the consensus of the Council not to make any change in the police overtime line item and for it to remain at $115,000.00.  
Councilor Settipane stated that he could not support the budget as presented.  Councilor Settipane further stated that he proposed $225,000.00 in reductions as well as additional cuts in the School Budget and expressed disappointment that many of these proposals were not supported.   Councilor Settipane expressed his concern on the impact that this budget would have on the taxpayers and their ability to afford living in Jamestown.
There being no further requests for changes in the budget, it was moved by Councilor Long, seconded by Councilor Ferguson to approve the FY operating budget including the capital budget and the budget of the School Committee as presented by the Town Administrator in the amount of $17,648,168.00.  It was voted, Councilor DiGiando, aye; Councilor Ferguson, aye; Councilor Long, aye; Councilor Settipane, nay; Council President Littman, aye.  The motion passed with four in favor and one opposed.


3.         Policy for Procurement of Goods and Services for approval

The Town Administrator informed the Council that the Town Solicitor has reviewed and approved the Policy for Procurement of Goods and Services.
Councilor Long stated that he felt the policy was not required and that it is a repeat of  the Rhode Island General Law which the Town has followed.
Councilor Settipane disagreed and encouraged the Council to adopt the policy as presented by the Town Administrator.
The Town Solicitor stated that a careful examination of past practices in the Jamestown procurement procedure and record keeping indicates that Jamestown has an enviable record of an open and honest process.

Councilor Long requested that information regarding the legal costs associated with such an examination be forwarded to the Council.
It was moved by Councilor Settipane, seconded by Councilor DiGiando to adopt the Policy for Procurement of Goods and Services for the Town of Jamestown.  It was voted Councilor DiGiando, aye; Councilor Ferguson, aye; Councilor Long, nay; Councilor Settipane, aye; Council President Littman, aye.  The motion passed with four in favor and one opposed.
The policy as adopted by the Jamestown Town Council is as follows:

TOWN OF JAMESTOWN, RHODE ISLAND

TOWN COUNCIL

POLICY FOR THE PROCUREMENT OF GOODS AND SERVICES

Policy Finding:   It is has been decided by the Town Council that best business practices call for the establishment of a uniform policy for the award of contracts by the Town of Jamestown, continuing to utilize open competitive bids and the Qualification Based Selection Process.

Purchasing agent:   Within the Town of Jamestown, the Town Administrator shall be designated as the purchasing officer to exercise the powers and duties as established in Rhode Island General Laws, Chapter 45-55.

Competitive sealed bidding:

The Town of Jamestown shall follow the procedures set forth in Rhode Island General Laws, Chapter 45-55 for Competitive Sealed Bidding.  In summary, it shall be the Policy of the Town of Jamestown to comply as follows:

(1)
Contracts exceeding the amount of ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00) for construction and five thousand ($5,000.00) dollars for all other purchases shall be awarded by competitive bidding unless they are professional engineering/architectural services.  Factors to be considered in determining whether competitive sealed bidding is practicable shall include whether:


(a)
Specifications can be prepared that permit award on the basis of either the lowest qualified bid price or the lowest qualified evaluated bid price; and


(b)
The available sources, the time and place of performance, and other relevant circumstances as are appropriate for the use of competitive sealed bidding.

(2)
The invitation for bids shall state whether award shall be made on the basis of the lowest bid price or the lowest evaluated or responsive bid price. If the latter basis is used, the objective measurable criteria to be utilized shall be stated in the invitation for bids, if available.

(3)
Adequate public notice of the invitation for bids shall be given a sufficient time prior to the date stated in the notice for the opening of bids. Notice may include publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the state as determined by the Town Administrator not less than seven (7) days nor more than twenty-one (21) days before the date set for opening of the bids. The Town Administrator may make a written determination that the twenty-one (21) day limitation needs to be waived. The written determination shall state the reason why the twenty-one (21) day limitation is being waived and shall state the number of days, giving a minimum and maximum, before the date set for the opening of bids when public notice is to be given. 

(4)
Bids shall be opened publicly in full view of the public at the time and place designated in the invitation for bids.  Each bid, together with the name of the bidder, shall be recorded and an abstract made available for public inspection.  Subsequent to the awarding of the bid, all documents pertinent to the awarding of the bid shall be made available and open to public inspection and retained in the bid file.

(5)
The contract shall be awarded with reasonable promptness by written notice to the responsive and responsible bidder whose bid is either the lowest bid price, or lowest evaluated or responsive bid price.

(6)
Correction or withdrawal of bids may be allowed only to the extent permitted by regulations issued by the Town Administrator.

Sole source procurement and emergency procurements:   A contract may be awarded for a supply, service, or construction item without competition when, under published regulations, the Town Administrator determines, in writing, that there is only one source for the required supply, service, or construction item.

Qualification based selection of architects and engineers:  When the Town Administrator determines that the Town of Jamestown needs the services of a professional architect or engineer, the Town Administrator shall follow the following qualification based selection process for the procurement of architectural and engineering consulting services:

(1)
The Town Administrator shall determine the expected cost of retaining the services of an architect or engineer.  If the cost is expected to cost twenty-five thousand ($25,000.00) or less, he shall contact a minimum of three (3) firms with the required expertise and invite them to submit a statement of their qualifications to perform the work requested.  Once he determines which firm is the most qualified, he shall negotiate a contract price for the work and submit said contract to the Town Council for approval.

(2)
Should the expected cost exceed twenty-five thousand ($25,000.00) dollars, the Town Administrator shall prepare a written Request for Qualifications that will include the required work, experience required, time frame for completion of the work and anticipated budget.  An advertisement in a newspaper of general circulation in the state as determined by the Town Administrator shall be made inviting proposals for said project.  Nothing in this policy shall prohibit the Town Administrator from contacting firms and inviting them to submit their qualifications for the work requested.

(3)
The Town Administrator shall appoint a review committee, whenever he deems it appropriate, made up of appropriate department heads to review the proposals and interview qualified firms.  This committee shall rank the proposals in order of most qualified to least qualified.  The Town Administrator shall then negotiate a contract with the most qualified proposer.  If he fails to negotiate a contract with the most qualified, he shall move on to the next ranked proposer, and so on, until a contract is negotiated.  The final contract shall be submitted to the Town Council for approval.

(4)
In instances where the Town Administrator determines that the most qualified architect or engineer is already providing services to the Town of Jamestown, he may request that the Town Council waive the requirement to seek additional proposals and negotiate a contract directly with the qualified architect or engineer and bring that contract to the Town Council for approval.

4.         Determine exemption for the deaf and propose legislation to be forwarded to the General Assembly

Councilor DiGiando stated that there are a variety of definitions for deafness to be considered.  Additionally, Councilor DiGiando suggested that while the Council is considering tax exemptions for the deaf, there may be other disabilities to be looked at.
