Council President Long explained that the meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM to accommodate the need for an early executive session.

Council President Long requested Council consideration regarding a resolution as presented by the Town of South Kingstown, encouraging state and regional surveillance efforts and prevention initiatives that would provide a greater understanding of the transmission of Lyme disease and other tick-borne illnesses and to support U.S. Senate Bill 1479 and House Bill 3427, introduced to the 109th Congress July 25, 2005 and July 26, 2005 respectively.   It was the consensus of the Council to instruct the Town Clerk to prepare such a resolution for the next Town Council meeting on November 14, 2005.

It was moved by Councilor Kelly, seconded by Councilor Schnack to accept the resolution from South Kingstown.  So unanimously voted.

Council President Long requested that several items under New Business be moved up on the agenda.
New Business

Recreation Fields

a)
Report on use of recreation fields by Ad Hoc Committee

Councilor Kelly reported on the recent meeting of the ad hoc committee.  Represented at this meeting were the following associations:  Soccer Association, Little League, Recreation Department, School Department, Rotary Club and concerned citizens.  It was the feeling of the participants that the recreational fields are in need of some serious maintenance.  In order to expedite this situation, Councilor Kelly stated that he requested a presentation be made to the Council.  Mr. Kelly introduced Anthony Rafanelli, President of the Jamestown Baseball Association and Christopher Crawford, representing a group of individuals interested in raising funds for the improvement of the fields.

Anthony Rafanelli addressed the concerns regarding the Jamestown baseball fields, which include the Lawn Avenue field, Melrose Avenue Field, Softball Field and the Middle School field, as well as identifying the governing body for those fields.  Mr. Rafanelli further stated that members of the Baseball Association would like to have some input into the improvements in the fields and would like to see funds budgeted to do so.  Additionally, Mr. Rafanelli suggested that there be a separate line item in the budget that would address field maintenance.  Mr. Rafanelli stated that he has submitted a list of short term and routine maintenance requests to Councilor Kelly.   Mr. Rafanelli insured that the fields would be ready for the spring season.
Councilor Kelly explained that the list submitted by Mr. Rafanelli did not make the agenda and requested that it be put on the Council agenda for the November 14, 2005 meeting.  

Christopher Crawford informed the Council that a group of individuals have formed an organization known as FIG (Field Improvement Growth) in order to raise money to support baseball, soccer and senior citizens activities.  This organization has gathered input from the Town Planner and the Parks and Recreation Director in order to provide insurance for children and their coaches, and to provide for equipment needs.  Mr. Crawford stated that the organization would like to raise funds for capital improvements to the fields and in order to do so, requested the following:
1. Opinion from the Town Solicitor as to who owns or controls the baseball fields at the Lawn Avenue and Melrose Avenue Schools
2. Formal Council approval to go out and raise money as a properly chartered 501C3 non-profit organization whose sole purpose will be to raise money for the improvement and ongoing of the Lawn Avenue field and the Eldred Avenue field
3. Permission from the Zoning Board of Review to erect temporary seasonal banners for two months in order to raise additional funds to help maintain those fields 
Mr. Crawford stated that when adequate funds have been raised, the organization would come before the Council with a plan of action of what can be done.

Mr. Crawford requested that the Council consider allocating funds this year for the Babe Ruth field maintenance.
Councilor DiGiando stated that the fields have multi-purposes which must be considered when making any plans for field use.

Julie Kallfelz, School Committee member stated that the School Committee is very eager to participate in the ongoing dialog regarding the fields and wants to work at finding solutions.

Matthew Bolles, Parks and Recreation Director noted that due to grant funding received over the years, the fields must be used in perpetuity for recreation.  Council President Long suggested forwarding those grants to the Town Solicitor for review.

It was the consensus of the Council to continue the requests of Christopher Crawford on the agenda for the November 14, 2005 Council meeting.

Maintenance of Town Fields
Councilor DiGiando stated that the fields have always been maintained by the Recreation Department; however, the funding may not have always been adequate.  President Long agreed stating that in the past, funding for recreation has been subject to cuts in order to meet the needs of departments such as Police, Fire and School  stated that in the past, funding for recreation has been subject to cuts in much the same way as the budgets for the Police Department, Fire Department and the Department of Public Works to meet the needs of the community.
AWARDS, PRESENTATIONS AND ACKNOWLEDGMENTS
1) Jamestown Emergency Management Service (JEMS) Incentive Plan review (per Councilor DiGiando as Council liaison)
2) Jamestown Volunteer Fire Department Incentive plan review (per Councilor DiGiando as Council liaison)
Councilor DiGiando gave a slide presentation on the Jamestown Emergency Management Service (JEMS) Incentive Plan and the Jamestown Volunteer Fire Department Incentive Plan outlining the definitions, eligibility determination, incentive calculations and awards for each plan.  

In summary, Councilor DiGiando stated that the JEMS program will be reviewed by the JEMS Executive Committee one year after implementation, with a written evaluation and additional recommendations to the Town Council and JEMS.  The program will be reviewed in increments of four years following the initial program review.
Councilor DiGiando stated that the Jamestown Volunteer Fire Department program will be reviewed by the Fire Department Compensation Committee one year after implementation, with a written evaluation and additional recommendations to the Town Council, Board of Fire Wardens, and the membership of the Jamestown Volunteer Fire Department.  The membership may petition the Council, by a resolution with majority support, to make changes to the relevant provisions.  The program will be reviewed in increments of four years following initial program review.  
3) RI Resource Recovery Corp re: $15,000 grant (per Councilor Kelly)
Councilor Kelly announced that with the help of Public Works Director Steven Goslee and Town Engineer Michael Gray, the Town has received an additional grant from RI Resource Recovery Corporation in the amount of $15,000.00.  These funds will be used to purchase containers to assist with scrap metal recycling and with composting.  
4) Award of Merit to Steven Bonner and Andrew Munafo for their outstanding achievement in the Snow Plowing Rodeo

Councilor Kelly noted that Mr. Bonner and Mr. Munafo were awarded Certificates of Recognition for their participation in the Snow Plowing Rodeo sponsored by the Rhode Island Department of Transportation.  The Jamestown team placed third in exhibiting their skills and ability to handle their vehicle and equipment.

Nancy Crawford, Mast Street, stated that it would require the removal of two female deer for every one male deer, leaving all but 50 to 60 deer remaining on the island to reduce the number of deer ticks.  Ms. Crawford suggested that spraying vegetation with the proper insecticide can reduce the number of ticks by 68% to 100%.  

Linda DiMauro, Humane Society of Jamestown, stated that there are too many female deer because of present hunting practices.

The Town Solicitor stated that the proposed ordinance would ordinarily allow for utility companies or a contractor working for a home owner to post a $1,000.00 bond for work related to excavation in a public highway.  After inspection by the Town the bond is usually refunded when the work is completed to the Town’s specifications.  If the work is not completed as required, the bond is not returned.  If a job is considered major, it also allows for a larger bond to be set by the Public Works Director.  Mr. Parks noted that an identical ordinance has worked very well in the Town of North Kingstown.
It was moved by Councilor DiGiando, seconded by Councilor Schnack to advertise the proposed amendment to Chapter 62 of the Jamestown Code of Ordinance related to the excavation of public highways.  So unanimously voted.

The Town Solicitor noted that on February 28, 2005, with respect to the wetlands application of Mr. Thurston, the Town Administrator presented a letter to the Council which the Town Engineer had drafted.  The wording of the letter was vague as exactly to what the Council intended.  The Council authorized the Town Administrator to send a letter, indicating that some grammatical changes could be made.  The wording was modified slightly to say that the Council disapproved of the application as opposed to objected.  The Town Solicitor explained that the term disapprove is essentially a “veto”, as opposed to objects which would mean “raises concern”.  Mr. Parks recommended that the Council clarify what the Council intended on that night.   Mr. Parks noted that there were three Council members present on that night; Mr. Littman, Mr. DiGiando and Mr. Settipane.  

Councilor DiGiando stated that he was present at that meeting and it was his intention and the intention of the Council that the application be denied or vetoed so that there would be no wetlands altered.

Kenneth Littman, former Council member, stated that after reviewing a transcript from the February 28, 2005 meeting and reviewing the proposed letter and changes to that letter, the final letter sent to RIDEM on March 4, 2005, it was clear that the Council’s intention was to veto this application because of the problems in that area.  

The Town Solicitor advised the Council to adopt a resolution confirming the Council’s position, as stated in the March 4, 2005 letter.

Following a Council discussion of the information as presented, it was moved by Councilor DiGiando, seconded by Councilor Schnack to support the action of the Council regarding the Application No. 02-0459 to alter freshwater wetlands, Plat 16, Lot 12, Seaside Drive, Jamestown and confirming the content of the letter sent to RIDEM on March 4, 2005 indicating the Town Council’s disapproval of the application.  So unanimously voted.

The Town Solicitor informed the Council that the matter regarding the ISDS variance request for Ferry Street, Plat 5, Lot 58 is a High Groundwater application pending before the Zoning Board of Review. 
Councilor DiGiando expressed his concern regarding the contaminated well on the Albrektson property on Schooner Avenue and asked how this issue could be resolved.
The Town Solicitor advised that this is a civil matter.  The Albrektson’s should identify the polluter and take civil action against them.  Mr. Parks suggested that Mr. & Mrs. Albrektson contact him so that he can further discuss this with them.

It was the consensus of the Council that the issue of the contaminated well on the Albrektson property, that being Plat 16, Lot 124, be placed on the agenda for the November 14, 2005 Council meeting.

The Town Administrator informed the Council that arrangements are being made to request permission from the Tree Committee to take down two trees in order to continue plans for the animal shelter.  Also under consideration is the old barn that needs to be taken down.

Councilor Kelly questioned the financial overview, stating that what the figures do not show is that the Town is underwriting the program in the amount of $14,195.00 the report indicated a net profit of $12,000.00 when actually the Town is underwriting it by $14,, 000.00 creating a loss of approximately $2,000.00.
