TOWN COUNCIL

EMERGENCY MEETING

November 30, 2005

At 7:02 PM at the Jamestown Philomenian Library, 26 North Road, motion by Council Vice President Julio J. DiGiando, seconded by Councilor Szepatowski to call an emergency session of the Town Council  and waive the 48-hour notice requirement, in accordance with Section 206 of the Town Charter and RIGL 42-46-6(c).  It was voted Councilor DiGiando, aye; Councilor Schnack, aye; Councilor Szepatowski, aye. The following members were present:

Councilor DiGiando explained that the reason the Council called an emergency meeting was to address those timely issues that were not able to be addressed at the regularly scheduled Town Council meeting on November 28, 2005 because of a lack of quorum.

COUNCIL SITTING AS ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE LICENSING BOARD
All approvals for licenses and permits are subject to the resolution of debts, taxes and appropriate signatures as well as, when applicable, proof of insurance.

Councilor DiGiando opened the hearing at 7:05 PM.  

Acting Chief Donovan reported that on November 11, 2005, members of the Jamestown Police Department conducted an alcoholic beverage purchase check at those establishments having liquor licenses in Jamestown.  The three establishments before the Council this evening were charged with selling alcoholic beverages to a minor, a violation of Rhode Island General Law.  

Acting Chief Donovan recommended that the Council consider taking the following action prior to issuing Alcoholic Beverage Licenses to Grapes & Gourmet, The Narragansett Café, and Page’s Liquor:

1. Require proof of successful completion of an alcohol server training program for all employees involved in the sale and/or service of alcohol within 60 days from the date of renewal of the liquor license.  Employees who have successfully completed server training prior to December 1, 2005 but within the past 365 days would not have to repeat the training.

2. Recommend that each establishment develop and maintain an employee rules and regulations manual to be distributed to all employees that emphasizes and reinforces Rhode Island General Law as it applies to the sale and service of alcoholic beverages.

3. Recommend that all licensed establishments become proactive regarding the detection and reporting of attempts of underage persons to purchase alcoholic beverages and the use of altered or fraudulent identification.
4. Provide official notice to the license holders of these violations as first offenses and that any future violations will be considered as second or subsequent offenses.

Councilor DiGiando noted the severity of the offense and invited each owner to address the charges.

Page Dickenson, Page’s Liquor, stated that all employees have taken the Alcoholic Server Training Program.

Frank LaPere, Grapes & Gourmet, informed the Council that his employees have been certified for the next three years.  Mr. LePere also stated that he is in the process of providing a manual with rules and regulations relating to the sale of alcoholic beverages for his employees.
Daniel Alexander, Narragansett Café, stated that both the bartender and manager are being retrained on the rules and regulations of serving alcoholic beverages.

There being no further comments, the hearing was closed at 7:15 PM.

It was moved by Councilor Schnack, seconded by Councilor Szepatowski to grant the 2005-2006 renewal applications, as duly advertised in the Newport Daily News, subject to the four points in the memorandum submitted by the Acting Chief of Police, for the following establishments:
