Town Council President Trocki called the regular meeting of the Jamestown Town Council to order at 7:06 p.m. in the Jamestown Town Hall Rosamond A. Tefft Council Chambers at 93 Narragansett Avenue and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Councilor Mihaly commented on whether the Town should be licensing some of the events. The licensing and fee charged ($5.00) is set by ordinance. Discussion ensued of the regulations, whether necessary, the fee charged, transferring authority, and amending the ordinance. 
V. OPEN FORUM

B) Non-scheduled to Address. 

Walter Boll, Clinton Avenue. Mr. Boll’s design is Communication 11) on the agenda. His drawings include a chart of the Mackerel Cove area with proposed beach plum tree plantings (12) along the sand dunes for preservation. The beach plum thrives in sandy soil and brackish water and assists with erosion control. The specialized root system and successful plantings were explained. Once they take hold, they produce berries, which attract birds, which in turn promotes cross pollination and other vegetative growth. Mr. Boll feels this would be effective for protection of Mackerel Cove and Beavertail Road. He estimated a growth period of 3 to 5 years for the roots to take hold and offered his services to the Town. Mr. Boll was thanked for coming to the meeting and his plan. 
A motion was made by Mary Meagher with second by Blake Dickinson to forward Walter Boll’s drawings and plan to the Conservation Commission for a response of its appropriateness. Voted unanimously in the affirmative. 

Julio DiGiando, Clarke Street. Mr. DiGiando referenced the article in the Jamestown Press regarding expansion at East Ferry. As a mooring holder he inquired what Town boards and commissions will assist with the expansion and will there be public comment. Town Administrator Keiser stated notice of the proposed expansion has come to the Harbor Commission through CRMC. Conanicut Marine Services (CMS) is going through the application process for expansion. CRMC reviews the application first, and there may be zoning and other issues that need to be addressed. 
Bill Munger, Cole Street, Conanicut Marine Services. Mr. Munger stated CMS submitted four concepts to protect and replace portions of the Marina to the Harbor Commission for review. The concepts are preliminary and CMS is seeking public feedback. As the proposals are within the riparian area, he doesn’t believe any variances are required. Discussion ensued of making the concepts available in electronic format for public review.

John Mistowski, Johnston. Mr. Mistowski requested to be on a future agenda to address  safety issues in Jamestown and referenced his complaint filed with the Police Department and Town Administrator. Mr. Mistowski will be on the next meeting under Open Forum Scheduled to Address.
VI. ADMINISTRATOR, DEPARTMENT, BOARD 

AND COMMISSION REPORTS

A)
Town Administrator Report. Town Administrator Keiser’s memo referenced active issues before the Town Council. 
1) Golf Course status report. The public has expressed interest in plans for the building. The Council President, Vice President, Town Planner, DPW Director and Town Administrator met with golf course operator Joe Mistowski to review options, alternatives, and operating needs. An RFQ should be ready for the April 15th Council meeting. Mr. Mistowski is actively participating in the review process and will attend the meeting. Vice President Meagher suggested a work session with public input for the golf course building. The Recreation Study should be completed by September and generate information for potential uses and needs for a second floor on the golf course building. 
2) Fort Getty update. Recreation Director Bill Piva reported there are 16 vacant campsites, wait-listers are being contacted, and he is optimistic all sites will be taken before the season starts. Vice President Meagher requested a draft of the revised Fort Getty Rules and Regulations by the first meeting in May. Some of the areas to be addressed: limitation of 2 cars per RV site, parking stickers, and non-resident seasonal rates and stickers. Mr. Piva requested Council input with problematic rules and enforcement issues, as many rules are not ordinance driven. Vice President Meagher will assist with rule review and revision. Seasonal boaters and governing rules were noted. The fence bid award is later in the agenda.   
3)
Mackerel Cove dune restoration. Mr. Keiser noted the bid award for fencing includes Fort Getty and Mackerel Cove. Beach grass is not available (out of stock) due to the demand created by Hurricane Sandy. Mr. Boll’s suggestions are being forwarded to the Conservation Commission. Parking will remain the same as last year. Public Works Director Gray noted the area will be graded and once the fence is installed sand will be spread and the area reclaimed. Restoration will take a period of time and the beach will appear different from last year. The two projects through FEMA were approved; when plantings are available and CRMC has approved the planting design, it will occur, either this fall or next spring. Town Administrator Keiser referenced the URI Coastal Institute public forum on Thursday, April 4th, 6:00 to 8:00 p.m. at the School of Oceanography dealing with coastal erosion issues. Lengthy discussion ensued.  
4)
Police Department Strategic Plan submittal. Police Chief Edward Mello noted the Plan distributed to Council members replaces the prior strategic plan. The Plan, with three-year goals, was developed by the entire Police Department staff.   
6) Recreation Center landscape improvements. Town Administrator Keiser noted the Quononoquott Garden Club proposes to create an attractive environment for the Recreation Center by purchasing and planting 30 hydrangeas along the front of the property and funding annual fall cleanups. They request cooperation between Town maintenance and Teen Center participants for ongoing, regular maintenance. The maintenance fund (less than a $1,000 balance) was referenced. Proper maintenance will be performed, and the efforts of QGC are greatly appreciated.    
7) FEMA Update. Bay View Drive Project. The $250,000 riprap replacement necessitated by Hurricane Sandy and Blizzard Nemo is not eligible for FEMA funding as the embankment is not part of the public infrastructure. That decision is being appealed. As the accumulation for Blizzard Nemo did not meet the required 18”, the Town is not eligible for snow removal overtime reimbursement ($17,690). Our Legislators have been contacted and the snowfall measurement is being challenged. Other funding sources were referenced. Updates will continue.
President Trocki presented the flood insurance study and rate maps she received to the Town Administrator for transmittal to Building Official Fred Brown.

1) Jamestown Enterprise Information Systems Strategy
Presentation by IT Director Michael Glier. Copies of the presentation available for the public were noted. The session with Councilor Dickinson, Finance Director Collins, IT Director Glier and Town Administrator Keiser to review IT strategies was referenced. · Backup Internet for JPD, JFD and Town Hall - delayed due to vendor site requirements (scheduled for December 2012); new location at Wasterwater Plant

· JPD/JFD data archive/disaster recovery - equipment/software in place; delayed by higher priority tasks

New Telephone/Communications Plan

· Opportunity to lower annual cost of telephone service up to 50%

· Enable voice mail message delivery via email to desktop

· Underlying network supporting phone system - provides foundation for voice/video conferencing and interactive presentations; portable, as phones can move if disaster relocation required

What’s Missing

· Internet service consolidation - Town has 7 known internet provider contracts; at some locations internet service is bundled with other services; Plan feasibility to determine if opportunities to aggregate internet service exist

· Printers and print services consolidation - Network and personal printers proliferated; necessity vs. convenience; larger department printers have high cost, $.06 to $.10 per copy; new ink technology reduces cost to $.02 to $.04; deployment cost is low, using 3 to 5 year contracts
· Role of Town’s redesigned website: new features and functions; online access to more recent public data; new site will not instantly replace old site and will be available for review/comment process

· Improved E-Gov features plan: taxes, except for Water, can be paid online, ease of account data access needs work; online forms, other services possible

Project Priority & Discussion
· Council requested Website RFP in April - storms and other distractions pushed this effort out; IT hours budget strained, conflicting priorities 

Discussion ensued of website redesign, shared costs and opportunities, fiber optics and grants. The RFP will specify the features and functions required for the website redesign (ready for May meeting).   

Councilor Dickinson referenced a potential partnership with the School Department for savings resources, especially disaster recovery. Discovery is the first process and can begin a dialogue. The Technology Fund (approximately $80,000) can be used for general technological upgrades. Paperless meetings, Town Hall generator, portable vault assets, fiber optic installation, grant funding, disaster recovery plan and other issues for further discussion at the April 8th work session were reviewed. Lengthy discussion ensued. Councilor Dickinson thanked the School and Library representatives for coming this evening. 
VIII.
NEW BUSINESS

A) Awarding of Bid: Cedar Rail Fencing at Mackerel Cove and Fort Getty GMH Fence Co., Inc. for an amount not to exceed $8,027 as recommended by Public Works Director Michael Gray. Public Works Director Gray rescinded the recommendation; the project can be rebid, with a new recommendation at the April 15th regular meeting. 
B) Community Development Block Grant Program. Town Planner Lisa Bryer explained the annual CDBG application process. The priority list is prepared with Planning Department recommendation, and then forwarded to the Council for adoption (Council responsibility). The maximum application amount is set at $250,000 (which has decreased over the last 10 years). The Authorizing Resolution must also be adopted by Council. Discussion continued.  
1) Approval of Application Priority List in the amount of $225,100
2) Adoption of Authorizing Resolution
A motion was made by Mary Meagher with second by Eugene Mihaly to approve the CDBG Application Priority List in the amount of $225,100 and adopt the CDBG Authorizing Resolution. Voted unanimously in the affirmative. 
C) Buildings and Facilities Committee – direction request. Vice President Meagher referenced the Buildings and Facilities Committee request for direction. Fort Wetherill and other issues were reviewed. Discussion ensued of non-member participation, Charter restrictions, and reappointment. Former Charter Review Committee member Sav Rebecchi discussed term limits and the reasons why term limits were initiated in the Charter. This agenda item is tabled. 
IX.
ORDINANCES AND APPOINTMENTS

A) Ordinances

1) Amendment of the Jamestown Code of Ordinances: Chapter 30 Historic and Archaeological Preservation ARTICLE II. BURIAL SITES, Sec. 30-21 through Sec. 30-47; if favorable proceed to advertise for public hearing. Lisa Bryer referenced the proposed revisions. Vice President Meagher noted the ordinance language should remain consistent throughout (use term “native American” rather than American Indian”). Definitions and Planning Department recommendations were referenced. The scale should be increased from the 1” = 50’ to 1” = 40’ at a minimum, with a 2’ contour level. Lengthy discussion ensued. Solicitor Ruggiero will revise the draft ordinance to reflect the discussion and Council directed revisions.  

A motion was made by  Eugene Mihaly with second by Mary Meagher to proceed to advertise for public hearing for amendment of the Code of Ordinances Chapter 30 Historic and Archaeological Preservation, with language revisions to be made by Solicitor Ruggiero. Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

2) Amendment of the Jamestown Code of Ordinances: Chapter 42 Parks and Recreation ARTICLE II. REGULATIONS Sec. 42-62 (delete); and Chapter 70 Traffic and Vehicles ARTICLE II. ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT Sec. 70-21 through Sec. 70-30; ARTICLE III. SPECIFIC STREET REGULATIONS Sec. 70-51 through Sec. 70-55; and ARTICLE IV. STOPPING, STANDING AND PARKING Sec. 70-76 through Sec. 70-89; and Sec. 70-90 (add new); if favorable proceed to advertise for public hearing. Vice President Meagher noted the language contained in Sec. 70-25. Solicitor Ruggiero explained it is standard, correct language. The purpose of revisions to Sec. 70-51 through Sec. 70-53 is to clear up confusion and define all stop signs in the ordinance. Lengthy Discussion ensued. Corrections will be done prior to advertising.  
Sec. 70-87 Prohibited or restricted parking on specified streets was discussed. Chief Mello reviewed parking and restricted parking issues and noted he is waiting for State Traffic Commission rulings prior to the public hearing. Lengthy discussion ensued of allowed and restricted parking and resident parking on Hamilton Avenue, Walcott Avenue, Southwest Avenue, Fox Run and Beavertail Road. Councilor Dickinson is in favor of reinstituting the Parking Committee. Discussion ensued of clarifying language, defining resident and consistency for definitions in the proposed amendment. Chief Mello noted the public hearing and ordinance adoption should be completed prior to May 15th in order to prepare for the upcoming summer season. Solicitor Ruggiero noted the language revisions discussed can be incorporated into the proposed amendment prior to advertising. Chief Mello noted once the State Traffic Commission permits revised parking provisions, the provisions are allowed, and the Town can regulate them. He advises leaving the ordinance amendment language as is, with the minor revisions discussed included. Per Solicitor Ruggiero, amendments can be made during the course of the public hearing. Discussion continued. 
A motion was made by Blake Dickinson with second by Mary Meagher to proceed to advertise for public hearing at the May 6th Town Council Meeting for amendment of the Code of Ordinances Chapter 42 Parks and Recreation and Chapter 70 Traffic and Vehicles, with the stop sign and language revisions recommended included in the ordinance. Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

A recess was called at 9:04 p.m. The Council reconvenes the regular session at 9:11 p.m. 

Council members commented interviews were interesting, the candidates were excellent and well-prepared, and they are pleased with the interest in committee vacancies.
