II. CALL TO ORDER; PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Town Council President Trocki called the regular meeting of the Jamestown Town Council to order at 7:32 p.m. in the Jamestown Town Hall Rosamond A. Tefft Council Chambers at 93 Narragansett Avenue and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
III. ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS, ANNOUNCEMENTS, AND RESOLUTIONS
A) Proclamations: No. 2013-06 – June 23 to June 29 as Jamestown Graduates Week. The Proclamation was read by President Trocki. 
A motion was made by Mary Meagher with second by Thomas Tighe to adopt Proclamation No. 2013-06 declaring June 23 to June 29, 2013 as Jamestown Graduates Week. Voted unanimously in the affirmative. 

B) Resolution: No. 2013-08 – Supporting a Referendum Relating to the Code of Ethics. The Resolution was read by President Trocki. Solicitor Ruggiero gave an explanation of the Resolution which proposes to extend coverage under the RI Ethics Commission to the RI General Assembly. 

A motion was made by Mary Meagher with second by Eugene Mihaly to adopt Resolution No. 2013-08 supporting a referendum before the voters for a Constitutional amendment to include the RI General Assembly under the jurisdiction of the RI Ethics Commission. Voted unanimously in the affirmative. 
IV. PUBLIC HEARINGS, LICENSES AND PERMITS
All approvals for licenses and permits are subject to the resolution of debts, taxes and appropriate signatures as well as, when applicable, proof of insurance.  

A) Amendment of the Jamestown Code of Ordinances:  Chapter 42 Parks and Recreation ARTICLE II. REGULATIONS Sec. 42-62 (delete); and Chapter 70 Traffic and Vehicles, ARTICLE II. ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT, Sec. 70-21 through Sec. 70-30; ARTICLE III. SPECIFIC STREET REGULATIONS, Sec. 70-51 through Sec. 70-55; and ARTICLE IV. STOPPING, STANDING AND PARKING, Sec. 70-76 through Sec. 70-89; and Sec. 70-90 (add new); duly advertised in the Jamestown Press April 25th edition, continued from May 6, 2013. The new version and old version of the proposed amendment were provided. Town Administrator Keiser referenced the small changes discussed at the last meeting, including elimination of the 4-way stop at Watson and Pemberton Avenues and resident parking permits for Hamilton Avenue, proposed to curtail street parking to avoid paying the parking fee at Mackerel Cove beach. Discussion of parking problems in the village and resident permit parking continued. A parking permit for June 15th to October 15th during specified hours is the viable solution. The ordinance amendment will reflect “Jamestown Resident Recreation” on the parking permit to be issued. 
Vice President Meagher discussed Heads Beach and Sec. 42-62, which is eliminated by the amendment. The language will be revised accordingly. Discussion continued regarding recreation parking instead of resident parking. The Council has worked diligently on this amendment. With the present corrections and others as discussed, Solicitor Ruggiero and President Trocki are comfortable with the ordinance revisions. 
Councilor Tighe referenced Town roads bordering State roads. Solicitor Ruggiero noted Chief Mello (not in attendance) spoke with the State Traffic Commission and the understanding is the list of sign revisions for Town roads bordering State roads is acceptable to them. Sign replacement is subject to funding and may not happen right away. The Town may want to install the signs, but must obtain prior State approval. 
Public Comment. None. 
A motion was made by Mary Meagher with second by Eugene Mihaly to approve the amendment to the Code of Ordinances. Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

V.
OPEN FORUM
Please note that, under scheduled requests to address, if the topic of the address is available to be put on the agenda, the Council may discuss the issue. 
A) Scheduled to Address. None. 

B) Non-scheduled to Address.

Gary Girard, Seaside Drive. Rights-of-Way. Mr. Girard displayed a flyer from 1947 with an aerial photograph of the Shores. The original plan called for every third street to have access to the beach. The document was acknowledged; the Shores rights-of-way were explained. 
Adele Beck, Seaside Drive, noted problems with people coming across her property, dock, and even her deck (abuts Hull Street right-of-way). Part of her lot is kept wooded, as people park vehicles there, and the area is too dangerous to open up. She asked the Town to consider selling that parcel of land to her to maintain and keep her safe. 
The photos taken by GIS Coordinator/Environmental Scientist Justin Jobin were referenced. Town Administrator Keiser noted some rights-of-way are more accessible than others. Tonight’s discussion is to begin the conversation and resident comments are well taken. These are public rights-of-way (ROW), not just for residents of the Shores or the Town of Jamestown, and are regulated by CRMC. If the Town determined a ROW is unwanted, CRMC would be contacted for permission prior to any abandonment process.  

Councilor Dickinson stated as a person with an affinity for nice views of turf, he wanted to express his appreciation and support to the Highway Department for the work done downtown, to the Fire Department for lending their fire truck to water the Veteran’s Green, and to the Recreation Department for seeding activities, and to all of them for the cooperative efforts to beautify the Town. Council members concurred. 
VI.    ADMINISTRATOR, DEPARTMENT, AND SOLICITOR REPORTS
A) Town Administrator’s Report. 
1) Conanicut Marine proposal. Town Administrator Keiser noted Conanicut Marine presented four options to Council and Harbor for potential expansion of the Marina (posted on the Town website). Mr. Munger indicated to Mr. Keiser and Chief Mello he has not settled on one option, but prefers Option D expanding easterly and southerly of the existing dock facilities. This doesn’t affect Town moorings to the east, but would affect southerly Town moorings, requiring relocation. The Plan is being finalized and he would offer a trade off to relinquish commercial moorings for persons displaced by the Option chosen. To date no application has been filed with CRMC. Independent research is underway. Mr. Keiser will report back when more information is available. The CRMC record is being obtained to determine boundaries and Town holdings. Solicitor Ruggiero explained public hearing and notice procedures for the Assent; this is informational at this time. Discussion continued. 
3) Recreation Study. Town Administrator Keiser informed the Council the consultants are available to meet the afternoon of May 30th and asked them to review their schedules to determine an appropriate time (3:00 p.m.). 
4) Fire Department Facility Planning. After the last meeting, JFD delegated Chief Bryer with firming up concept planning for the North end and Village (memo in Council packet).  
5) Saunderstown Yacht Club use of Wharf at Dutch Harbor, Sept. 6-8. Mr. Keiser noted Al Maybeck of Saunderstown Yacht Club is in attendance and requests to use the West Ferry Wharf parking area to host a 16’ Bulls Eye class sail boat regatta after Labor Day (discussed with Dutch Harbor Boat Yard). Parking overflow would use the School parking lot, and all affected parties have signed on. Boat parking should be decided first. Mr. Maybeck appreciates the cooperation from the Town. Discussion continued.  
2) Rights-of-Way/Access to Shore. Report by Justin Jobin, Environmental Scientist/GIS Coordinator and DPW Intern Marianne Diffin (not in attendance). The report is available on the Town website. Council members commented on the quality of the report and updated photographs and asked that a copy be available at the Library. Mr. Jobin reported Town staff completed site visits to the Rights-of-Way (ROW’s) and found shoreline access points; it was determined the 1999 “Parking Committee’s Report of Public Shoreline Access and Rights-of-Way in Jamestown” and Recommendation Rating is still valid. The report focus is the Jamestown Shores; a PowerPoint presentation with pictures followed. 
Site #1. Mast Street (CRMC G-7). The 40’ asphalt ROW abuts 29 and 23 Seaside Drive, with grassy strip continuing to a short path and ending abruptly at a large ledge and boulders, with 20’ drop to shoreline. It is maintained by abutters, with parking for 4 vehicles.  Recommendation Rating is 3.   
Site #2 Hull Street (CRMC C-6). The ROW is located south of the Route 138 overpass between 77 and 63 Seaside Drive, with a small footpath maintained by abutters. Access is blocked by storm debris, and the footpath ends abruptly at the drainage pipe drop-off (20’).  The area is unsafe and marked by caution tape. No recommendation rating in 1999. 
Site #3 Eldred Avenue (CRMC G-5). The ROW is mostly an open grassy area with thick brush and footpath sloping to the shore, running westerly from Seaside Drive along the old Jamestown Bridge. There is ample parking and accessible shoreline without neighborhood disturbance. Recommendation Rating is 2.
Site #4 Spindrift Street (CRMC G-4). The ROW is used as a driveway for 129 Seaside Drive. It appears there is encroachment by abutters, and boat and wood storage. The path to the shore is narrow and overgrown, with a steep descent and no real shoreline access. A drainage outfall pipe runs through and discharges to the shoreline. Recommendation Rating is 3. 
Site #5 Steamboat Street (CRMC G-3).  The ROW runs between 173 and 169 Seaside Drive. A path through the ROW (permitted by CRMC) was completed in 2012 and maintained by an abutter. Recommendation Rating is 3.  
Site #6 Spirketing Street (CRMC G-2). The ROW runs westerly off Seaside Drive, is a grassy strip with cedar trees, is used as a driveway, and mowed by abutters. It ends with a narrow, steep metal stairway with concrete base that traverses a 20’ embankment. Recommendation Rating is 3. 

Site #7 Garboard Street (CRMC G-9). The ROW is located between 245 and 239 Seaside Drive, consisting of a grass path maintained by abutters, with a stormwater outfall pipe running through two paths. It is unclear whether the paths are the ROW or cross over onto private property. Recommendation Rating is 3.
Site #8 Head’s Beach (Public Shore). The area is grassy, with a gentle slope to a pebble and rock beach, with rock jetty, boat launch, picnic tables, grill, and off-street parking for 20 cars (sticker required in summer). Recommendation Rating is 1.  

Site #9 Buccaneer Way (CRMC G-11). The ROW is located between 487 and 469 Seaside Drive and consists of a grass path with minimal slope to cobble beach, maintained by abutters. Recommendation Rating is 3. 

Site #10 Champlin Way (CRMC G-10). The ROW is located in a densely populated neighborhood, with shoreline access running westerly from Seaside Drive through a grassy area with a gentle decline to rocky shore and a concrete boat ramp. Recommendation Rating is 3. 

Site #11 Sunset Beach Way (Potential ROW). The ROW is located between 529 and 517 Seaside Drive consisting of a grass path with minimal slope to a drainage outfall pipe with rip-rap cobble beach, maintained by abutters. Recommendation Rating is 3. 

 Site #12 Capstan Street (CRMC G-8). The ROW is located between 585 and 569 Seaside Drive, with a guardrail along the width of it. The ROW is lower than the road and receives runoff from Capstan and Seaside, eroding the existing footpath maintained by the Town, with a minimal slope to cobble beach. Not referenced in 1999 report.
Councilor Mihaly commented this is a balance between the neighborhood rights-of-way and public rights-of-way and the costs to maintain them in a usable condition. A sensible approach is needed, and he suggested the four ROW’s of Mast Street, Spirketing Street, Buccaneer Way and Steamboat Street be addressed. They are usable and required work can be performed by Public Works staff. Mast Street is maintained by the neighbors, but there is a drop requiring a set of stairs (cost unknown). Public Works Director Gray noted stairs would endure daily tidal cycles and wave action. Discussion ensued. A written narrative will be provided for the next meeting. 

Suzanne Wheelock, Seaside Drive, commented the CRMC approval they obtained for construction of stairs required maintenance and the stipulation stairs do not touch the beach due to the high tide water line. Discussion continued.  

Dick Cotter, Seaside Drive, commented there have been few problems with the ROW during the 24 years he has lived here. A stairway would be very expensive and would result in increased traffic, parking problems, security risks, litter, and liability issues.  

Adele Beck, Seaside Drive, noted selling other ROW parcels would result in revenue to cover the cost of ROW maintenance.  

Sav Rebecchi, Sail Street, commented on presentations on the history of the Jamestown Shores and the original intent of the every-third-street ROW. He also displayed pictures. For Village residents there is no more than an eight minute walk to a ROW, and the only safe one is at Heads Beach. Discussion of ROW’s in the Shores and the 1999 report ensued. He commented everyone in Jamestown should have the same access to the shore, and stairs would be a challenge and expensive. The public should still have access to the vista, and he offered his family’s assistance by donating a bench for viewing access as an alternative to a difficult or expensive stairway. Discussion ensued.
Mary Joe Diem, Gondola Avenue, commented she knew her ROW when the property was purchased, but didn’t know of other ROW’s in Town. ROW access available to all citizens is a great concept, and she is devastated by how poorly they are maintained. Ms. Diem requested a commitment from the Council to return the ROW’s to usable condition, have them well marked for public access, and a five-year plan for implementation.   

Gary Girard, Seaside Drive, has lived here for 66 years. He never heard of anyone who didn’t know of the ROW’s for the neighborhoods. They were plotted before CRMC was instituted, and no one has been stopped from using them. He doesn’t feel the Town should spend a fortune on ROW’s; they are open and we all know about them. 
Nancy Kolman Ventrone, Nautilus Street, referenced the Shores, what it lacks, and stated it would be nice to have a part of the Shores for the Island. Residents who do not have a water view would like to have water access. 

Blake Dickinson, Mt. Hope Avenue, stated he supports public access to ROW’s. The document produced for this evening is great, is necessary, and provides notice of Council recognition of the ROW’s. The goal is to be sensitive to abutters while providing access, and it is the responsibility of the public to know where ROW’s exist. Abutter maintenance is a great model, but not always the case. It is unrealistic to tackle all of them this year, and realistic goals should be set. We need to work with abutters and develop a reasonable plan. 
President Trocki acknowledged the issues and stated the Council needs to determine the best options. Tonight is a discussion to find concerns and begin a dialogue. The Council needs to know how to proceed, formalize the process, make recommendations, and develop costs. 

Councilor Mihaly suggested a working group of Town staff and Council members to begin the process rather than having an elaborate mechanism. The group could meet and come back in June with a plan what to do within the confines of the FY 2013-2014 budget, if there is a consensus to do so.

Vice President Meagher commented the document prepared for this meeting is the start of a commitment. She agreed with a working group, and have one, Town staff. Having a place to go is wonderful, and this is the beginnings of a process.

Mr. Rebecchi’s suggestion of a vista is well taken. President Trocki noted there are varying degrees of what can be accomplished, and any working group should include an abutter; citizen input in welcome and encouraged. 

Gary Girard noted having Shores neighbors in the working group would give the Shores’ residents a voice. 

Councilor Dickinson stated everyone is a stakeholder, there should be sensitivity to abutters, and the rights of all citizens need to be balanced.  

Suzanne Wheelock, Seaside Drive, commented on “no parking” in the Shores and that on weekends the area is full of out-of-state vehicles.  
President Trocki noted this is an ongoing, continuing issue to be addressed by Council.  Town Administrator Keiser stated he would have recommendations regarding the feasibility of maintaining selected ROW’s at the June 17th meeting. 
B) Solicitor’s Report.  Peter Ruggeiro. 
1) Enabling Legislation

a) Local Preference Ordinance. Solicitor Ruggiero stated the State Enabling Acts specify any construction project purchases over $10,000 and other purchases over $5,000 must be done by competitive bidding. A local preference ordinance would allow some variation, and the Town would have to seek amendment of State statute in order do that. Town Administrator Keiser noted General Assembly assistance is required to achieve this. The Town wants to support local businesses, and State law does not try to save local businesses. Research revealed the general trend within state and local governments to provide a margin of difference for local businesses to stay in the bidding process. The margin is a percentage of the fee/price offer ranging from 1.5% above to 10% above the low bid, and allowing the local bidder to match the low bid. This saves taxpayer dollars and allows local preference. In some cases, a higher bid is allowed. This will be widely debated in the General Assembly and may not pass right away.  

Councilor Mihaly supports the percentage leeway, but is skeptical of not accepting a low bid. He asked how the Town can protect itself from predatory bidding. Solicitor Ruggiero noted the Town could reject all bids. Council consensus is the first option (local vendor matching the low bid) is acceptable. Discussion ensued of using the 10% variance. Provisions within local ordinances that discriminate and limit outside bidders may conflict with competitive bidding and have broad implications. Councilor Dickinson stated this may be problematic and a slippery slope. Solicitor Ruggiero commented on giving the local vendor the right to match. Concern was expressed a local vendor could bid high with no other vendors bidding on a project. Discussion ensued.
Solicitor Ruggiero noted a right to match provision or right of first refusal. Town Administrator Keiser suggested using the 10% provision, with a match of the lowest bid. Solicitor Ruggiero will prepare and submit proposed legislation allowing up to a 10% differential for local bidders with a provision to match the lowest bid. 

A motion was made by Mary Meagher with second by Eugene Mihaly to send to the General Assembly the request for enabling legislation for a local preference ordinance allowing up to a 10% differential for local vendors so they can match the lowest bid. Voted unanimously in the affirmative.  
b) Historic District Ordinance. Solicitor Ruggiero referenced the revision discussed at the last meeting, allowing Town Council members to appoint members to the Historic District Commission or designate the Planning Commission members. Research revealed that no community designates the Planning Commission for adjudication. The Charter calls for all actions of the Council to follow Roberts Rules, with a majority vote of the Council. Lengthy discussion ensued.   
Councilor Mihaly thinks we should take out all proposed language, forget about amending State law, and create an HDC with the provisions suggested by Solicitor Ruggiero. He also feels Planning Commission members should have representation on the HDC. President Trocki feels this is a good compromise; the issue is whether to proceed with enabling legislation. It is Council consensus to have the HDC as a separate entity.  Discussion continued. 
Vice President Meagher agreed, and would like an independent committee. Councilor Tighe asked if a Town committee member could also serve on the HDC, and he was informed it is allowed. Councilor Dickinson referenced issues and supports having Planning Commission members on the HDC. Solicitor Ruggiero noted the property owner does not have the right of veto. Discussion continued. Councilor Mihaly referenced the Shoreby Hill neighborhood and what is considered a majority vote. Planner Bryer referenced the State Preservation and Heritage Commission and National Historic Register designation. Lengthy discussion ensued. 

Sav Rebecchi commented there are only sixteen historic districts in RI, and the designation is not required. Council consensus is to bypass this legislative effort at this time. 

VII.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A) Fort Getty resident and non-resident permit/sticker. Vice President Meagher commented recreation stickers can be sold to residents with proof of residency. Non-resident Town employees should be able to purchase Recreation stickers, and Transfer Station stickers should also allow beach access. Fort Getty campers get two stickers as part of the lease agreement, and should have the ability to buy more stickers at $30 each.  Fort Getty campground visitors pay $5 per day to park, and it should specify they vacate by 10:00 p.m. The daily fee for Fort Getty is $20, $30 with a boat. A Fort Getty seasonal access sticker should cost $100 (specified in Resolution). Mackerel Cove is $15 a day, and non-residents can only purchase daily passes. The Head’s Beach sticker will remain unchanged. Recreation Director Piva does not want the Transfer Station sticker provision enacted this year as the season has started; this is a revenue issue. Discussion ensued of issuing a Beach Sticker with each Transfer Station sticker after July 1st.  
1) Adoption of Resolution re: Non-resident permit/sticker
A motion was made by Blake Dickinson with second by Mary Meagher to move for a non-resident sticker to use Fort Getty at an annual cost of $100 and accept the Resolution. Voted unanimously in the affirmative. 
A motion was made by Mary Meagher with second by Eugene Mihaly to allow non-resident Town employees to buy resident Recreation stickers for $15. Voted unanimously in the affirmative.
A five minute recess was called at 9:50 p.m.  The Council is back in session at 9:55 p.m.  
VIII.
NEW BUSINESS
A) Traffic Committee. The Committee will consist of the Town Administrator, Police Chief, Public Works Director, Town Planner and two Council members. 
A motion was made by Mary Meagher with second by Eugene Mihaly to adopt the Resolution for establishment of the Traffic Committee.  
Discussion. Councilor Mihaly would like the Committee to call on resources as needed and encourage public input. Mr. Keiser noted this is current procedure. President Trocki would encourage this as well. Vice President Meagher would like to serve. Neighborhood traffic concerns were referenced. Councilor Dickinson prefers citizen membership rather than citizen input. The staff is supportive of public participation, but the issues are localized and citizens would bring personal perspectives rather than objective viewpoints in making decisions. Councilor Tighe referenced the original Committee that worked well for 15 years and included resident and business representation. President Trocki noted citizens should be involved but not make decisions. Discussion continued. The Committee disbanded two previous Councils ago in an effort to streamline decision making and eliminate non-productive committees. Councilor Mihaly is not sure we need the extra infrastructure and may be better served by a committee that meets when needed and pulls on public resources as needed. President Trocki agreed. Lengthy discussion ensued. Public weight to this committee could bring more ideas and be beneficial.  Local participation could be included as needed.  
Back to the vote on the motion. Kristine Trocki, Mary Meagher, and Eugene Mihaly voted in the affirmative. Thomas Tighe and Blake Dickinson voted in the negative. Motion passes by a majority vote in the affirmative. 
B) Permits/Licenses/Fees. Town Administrator Keiser noted Town staff will assemble a permit fee and revenue report, which will be ready at end of June.
