April 19, 2010 (regular meeting).  Page 10 of the Minutes should reflect that some members of the LNG Working Group are not residents of Jamestown, as discussed at the meeting.    

A motion was made by Michael White with second by William Murphy to approve the Minutes of April 19, 2010 as amended.  Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

A motion was made Ellen Winsor with second by William Murphy to move Agenda Item XV. NEW BUSINESS 4) Adoption of proposed 2010-2011 Budget pursuant to Home Rule Charter Sec. 1102 and approval of Warrant to the next agenda item.   Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

Town Administrator Keiser addressed the meeting regarding budget issues and decisions being made by the General Assembly for the current and next fiscal year.  Numerous ideas are under discussion due to the large deficit, estimated at $225,000,000 for FY 2010 and $465,000,000 for FY 2011.  The General Assembly is unable to make decisions regarding legislation, making budget decisions difficult on our level.  Jamestown assumed we were able to tax motor vehicles as a replacement for the motor vehicle tax reimbursement (on the first $6,000 of valuation) eliminated by the General Assembly we received in prior years.  However, the appropriate legislation has not been acted upon.  And we do not know whether we will get reimbursement or the ability to tax motor vehicles to replace this lost revenue.  The Governor’s budget eliminated $136,000 for motor vehicle reimbursement to cities and towns.  Kathy Kaiser of the Jamestown School Committee reported that education aid is still up in the air, with an assumed cut of 3% to Jamestown.  These two items are significant to the town’s budget.  
The General Assembly passed enabling legislation last Thursday giving municipalities the ability to extend budget adoption by up to 90 days.  The RI League of Cities & Towns indicated a review of all charters showed a mixed picture of requirements regarding FTM’s and budget adoption, raising questions whether the General Assembly can overrule Home Rule Charters.  The Town is reluctant to change the FTM date, as this has never occurred, and we could face legal action.  Town Administrator Keiser stated the town proposes to gather information this week.  By Charter Jamestown must adopt a budget 30 days prior to June 7th FTM, which is Friday, May 7th.  The town is scheduling a meeting on Friday at 5:00 p.m. for budget adoption.  There was discussion of how we structure the Warrant with various options for raising revenue without specific State guidance.   

If it takes the town a referenda vote to affect a Charter amendment, how does the State do this with the stroke of a pen?  Solicitor Peter Ruggiero stated these are unchartered waters, leaving the town open to litigation, and a dangerous area to embark on.  Tiverton is considering this action, but it is not known if there are any other municipalities.  We have the option to meet June 7th, and if the Council determines it does not have enough information, recommend a new FTM date to the voters in this fiscal year.  The budget date is set by FTM and was last amended in 2004 to reflect the first Monday in June. The town’s budget cycle ends the last day of June.  What happens if the town moves the FTM date and doesn’t have the funds to cover the gap?  The Town would have to borrow with tax anticipation notes, and the complicating issue is whether the town can spend money with no authorized, adopted budget.  Can the current budget be continued?  No, the Charter does not provide for this action.  The proposed budget will include revenue estimates and assumptions, and that budget could be acted upon.  If in the future the Legislature undermines what the town has enacted, the town can opt for a Special Financial Town Meeting to adjust the budget.  Options will be reviewed on Friday.  Jamestown needs an operating budget and can come back to the voters for additional action, if needed.   
A motion was made by Robert Bowen with second by William Murphy to schedule a special meeting for Friday, May 7, 2010 at 5:00 p.m. in the Town Council Chambers to adopt the proposed 2010-2011 budget, pursuant to Home Rule Charter Sec. 1102, and approve the Warrant.  
Discussion.  As a procedural issue a budget must be adopted, and Friday is the last day.  
Back to the vote on the motion.  Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

Town Administrator’s Report

Post Storm/FEMA Update.  Town Administrator Keiser, Town Engineer Mike Gray and Public Works Director Steve Goslee toured the community with FEMA inspectors, visiting areas impacted by the March rainfall and flooding.  Twenty plus locations were identified (public facilities) that may be eligible for remediation through FEMA grant money.  Cost estimates are under development, but are in the hundreds of thousands of dollars.  Mr. Keiser commends FEMA as accessible, helpful and thorough.  
Narragansett Avenue Project.  An overview of the project will be presented to the Council at a future meeting.  Town Planner Lisa Bryer in working with RIDOT to obtain bid specification approval in order to meet bidding and construction schedule deadlines for next fall.  The original plans targeted completion by next summer.  Perhaps assistance from the Town Council will help the Planner in expediting the project.

Joan Dupee.  Ms. Dupee stated she has a petition with 405 signatures in favor of ACO Cathy Gregory. She also commented on the Viewpoint article in the Jamestown Press and disputed the number of calls answered by the ACO referenced for the months of February and March.  Council President Schnack stated the information was verified by Town Administrator Keiser after review of town records.  Ms. Dupee asked what has been done regarding the illegal animal shelter on Beach Avenue, commented there is a failed septic system at this location, stated the town ordinance does not allow more than 3 dogs per residence and submited documents to Town Administrator Keiser.  Mr. Keiser reported the property in question was inspected previously by Building/Zoning Official Brown and found to be in compliance at that time (2008).  Town Administrator Keiser will review the issue, work with Building/Zoning Official Brown and report back to Council.  Documents presented this evening will be copied and distributed to Council members.  Discussion continued.    

Catherine Gregory.  Ms. Gregory read her letter written to the residents of Jamestown in response to the Viewpoint article written by Council President Michael Schnack.  Ms. Gregory commented on her dedication to the town and the support she has received from the community to maintain the ACO position.  She also stated she was offended by the article.  Town Council President Schnack thanked Ms. Gregory for her response and commented his Viewpoint was objective, about the ordinance, about the needs of the town, and was not personal and stated the facts.    
Rosemary Woodside.  Ms. Woodside stated ACO Gregory does a good job and goes beyond her duties, doing whatever is asked of her.
Sam Patterson.  Mr. Patterson stated due to the news received this evening, the town should step back and look at what is happening.  The State is holding us hostage.  The budget is well done, tough decisions had to be made, and keep in mind the taxpayers who pay all the bills and salaries.  He is willing to discuss ideas with Council members.  
Nancy Ventrone.  Ms. Ventrone stated times are tough, but we don’t want to lose the ACO position.  If there are problems, why weren’t they brought up sooner?  Cathy Gregory is a good employee.  Perhaps the town could keep the job part time and find another area for her to work.

Frank Meyer.  Mr. Meyer commented there are a number of property owners in Jamestown who register their vehicles out of state.  He asked if there is any consequence for unpaid motor vehicle taxes.  He was informed residents cannot register their vehicles if they have unpaid taxes.  We do not know the impact of residents who register their vehicles out of state.    

Art Christman.  Mr. Christman stated the silent majority will speak up on June 7th at the FTM.  

Councilor Winsor commented on the budget, the meeting on Friday, what guidance there is for the community and asked if there is another option than the General Assembly, perhaps legal recourse through the Superior Court.  Solicitor Ruggiero stated he could file a suit for declaratory judgment, but he doesn’t know if the Court would address the issue.  There is no end to it, but we should have more information for Friday.  There aren’t many good choices.  Town Administrator Keiser, Finance Director Collins and Solicitor Ruggiero will work together to prepare budget scenarios for the meeting on Friday.  

XIII. APPOINTMENTS AND RESIGNATIONS

1)    Fire Department Compensation Committee Member, resignation of Jill Anderson (05/31/2010)   

A motion was made by William Murphy with second by Robert Bowen to accept the letter of resignation of Jill Anderson, send a letter of thanks and post the vacancy.  Voted unanimously in the affirmative. 
XIV. UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1)        Wind Turbine Grant.  Town Administrator Keiser is working with Ken Payne, Director of the Office of Energy Resources, regarding the time frame for the second round of ARRA grants.  He was informed the expectation is to hear whether Jamestown is a grant recipient within the next two weeks.  If not successful, Jamestown may still receive a grant funding in a third round.  There is no update on the EDC Renewable Grant.  This will remain on the agenda.             
2)        Wind Turbine Financing Options.  There was discussion of the approach for voter approval for bonding.  This may appear as a referenda question on the November ballot.   This will be on the next agenda for General Assembly authorization to place a bond on the November ballot.        
3)
Energy Efficiency Grant.  This is still on hold, and we are working with WCRPC.  This is a rather complex process and there is concern whether this grant application is warranted due to the small amounts of money available to Jamestown.  This item remains on the agenda.     
4)        Hess/Weaver’s Cove LNG Facility.  Councilor Winsor referenced her op-ed piece in the Fall River Herald News in response to Greg Landis’ comments.  The Department of Transportation stated that Weaver’s Cove has to do new modeling for the cryogenic pipeline, which has an impact on the 2005 Environmental Impact Statement.  LNG can ignite easily and proper modeling is needed.  Hess referenced 30 to 50 permanent jobs and hundreds of millions of dollars of economic benefit to the area created from the LNG facility.  The Federal Energy Regulatory Commission describes the economic benefits as temporary and minimal.   Citizens have 45 days to respond to the environmental impact statement, not nine months as reported by Hess CEO Shearer.    
5)
Fort Getty Improvements.  
a)
Pavilion Wind Curtains.  Town Administrator Keiser reported further consideration has been given to this year’s plans for wind curtains.  We don’t have a good sense of structural issues, so we are holding off on any action for this summer’s season.  A structural engineer is working on the project, with no date for completion of the analysis, and information will be forwarded when the survey is completed.  
b)       Restroom/Shower Facilities.  The second set of bids was received and we are hoping for a third.  The original bid is still the best.  The intent is to fix up the northern restroom first.  There was discussion of restrooms/showers used by campers.  The project will be completed in stages.    
6)
Chamber of Commerce budget request.  Member Peter Brockmann was in attendance requesting assistance with the upgraded “Welcome to Jamestown” signs by the bridge and on Route 138.  The final bid was $6,500 for all three signs, and he requested $3,250, half of the cost for the signs.  He thanked the Council for their consideration.  There is approximately $36,000 in the emergencies and incidentals line item.  This is doable and a sign of support for Jamestown.  Discussion continued.  
A motion was made by William Murphy with second by Robert Bowen to authorize payment to the Jamestown Chamber of Commerce in the amount of $3,250 for half of the cost of the three “Welcome to Jamestown” signs using funds from the emergencies and incidentals account in this fiscal year’s budget.  

 .

Discussion.  Meals and beverage tax money is less than expected.  The town agreed to reimburse the Chamber if funding was available.  
Back to the vote on the motion.  Voted unanimously in the affirmative.  
7)        Water Resource Protection Committee re: Review of Committee Charge.  Two town staffers (Finance Director and Planner) are on the Committee.  Committees need to meet after hours so that the public can attend and have input.      There was discussion this committee has been dormant, as their primary work has been completed.  Several members monitor water resources and protection issues and report their findings to the town’s Environmental Scientist, Engineer or Planner.  Currently there are no known properties for purchase.  Discussion continued.  Town Administrator Keiser will contact Committee members to determine if the committee should continue and in what direction.  This issue will be revisited.  
8) 
Harbor Management re: Mooring Fees.  There was discussion of adopting the current fee schedule, or amending, as Jamestown’s fees are considerably lower than other local coastal communities.  Amendments to the Harbor ordinance would be required to increase fees.  Any changes would not impact this year’s season.  The proposed budget would cover the level of staffing and expenses for this season.  The Ordinance will take time to amend.  This issue will be continued to the 05/17/2010 agenda.  Lengthy discussion continued.  

A motion was made by William Murphy with second by Robert Bowen to approve the Harbor budget and approve the Harbor fees for 2010 as presented.  Voted unanimously in the affirmative.  

9)
Committee on LNG Threat.  This was advertised once, and to date there are three applicants.  
10)      Congress of Councils.  The letter signed by Council President Schnack went out to the Council presidents of Newport County.  No response has been received to date.      
11) 
JEMS Incentive Program and Tax Abatement (continued from 04/19/2010).  A work session will be scheduled to review this policy, and available dates need to be submitted.
12)      Wood Pile Pier.  The pier has been repaired.  Staffing for this area for the summer season and advertising were discussed.    The town should maintain the same fishing policy for this season as in the past.  David Kane drafted a fishing policy, and Town Administrator Keiser will have a policy for adoption at the next Council meeting, so that it is in place prior to Memorial Day weekend.  Discussion continued.  This will be continued to the May 17th agenda.    
13)      Fort Wetherill re: Barn and Property.  A work session is scheduled for Wednesday, May 5th at 6:30 p.m. in the Town Council Chambers.  Discussion of appraisals will occur at the work session.  
14)      LNG Working Group.  Ellen Winsor extended an invitation to the LNG WG and they will appear at the May 17th meeting.  They require approximately 20 to 25 minutes for their presentation, and this will be addressed at the beginning of the meeting under Presentations.  On future agendas, all LNG issues will be placed in the same section of the agenda.
XV. NEW BUSINESS

1)       Narragansett Avenue Project.  Town Council Administrator Keiser asked that the Council vote to authorize the drafting of a letter, to be signed by Town Council President Schnack, addressed to the Director of RIDOT urging him to insure that the Jamestown downtown improvement project is scheduled for a fall 2010 start.  

A motion was made by William Murphy with second by Robert Bowen to authorize the drafting of a letter to RIDOT Director Michael Lewis and signed by Town Council President Schnack asking for his assistance in insuring that the Jamestown Narragansett Avenue/Downtown Improvement Project is scheduled for a fall 2010 construction start, with a copy of the letter forwarded to Senator Paiva-Weed and Representative Ruggiero.  Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

Recording Fees re: Request of Office of Disaster Assistance, SBA, to waive document recording fees for victims of March floods.  All RI municipalities were asked to waive the recording fees, which are set by the State.  A Resolution will be prepared for adoption at the May 17th meeting.

4)       Adoption of proposed 2010-2011 Budget pursuant to Home Rule Charter Sec. 1102 and approval of Warrant.  This item is continued to the special meeting agenda for Friday, May 7, 2010.
