I. CALL TO ORDER

A special meeting of the Jamestown Town Council was called to order at 5:03 p.m. in the Jamestown Town Hall Rosamond A. Tefft Council Chambers at 93 Narragansett Avenue, Jamestown by Town Council President Michael Schnack.

V. EXECUTIVE SESSION

A motion was made by William Murphy with second by Robert Bowen to move Executive Session to the next agenda item and enter into Executive Session pursuant to RIGL §42-46-5(a) Subsection (2) to discuss collective bargaining and potential litigation, with the Executive Session to take place in the Town Administrator’s Office.  Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

The Jamestown Town Council reconvened its special meeting at 6:06 p.m.  The Jamestown Town Council entered into Executive Session at 5:07 p.m. by unanimous vote and that session has now ended by unanimous vote.  Council President Schnack announced there were no votes taken in Executive Session.   

A motion was made by William Murphy with second by Robert Bowen to seal the Minutes of the Executive Session.  Council  President Schnack, Aye; Council Vice President Bowen, Aye; Councilor Murphy, Aye; Councilor White, Aye; and Councilor Winsor, Aye.  

III. NEW BUSINESS

Town Administrator Keiser announced that Thomas Tighe is retiring as Police Chief of the Jamestown Police Department, effective June 30, 2010, after 43 years of dedicated service.  He is the third senior member of the Department to retire since April.  

Town Administrator Keiser gave a summary of the pension and benefits Chief Tighe is eligible for based on his years of employment.  

A motion was made by Ellen Winsor with second by William Murphy to accept Chief Tighe’s letter or resignation with deep regret.  Voted unanimously in the affirmative.
