III. AWARDS, PRESENTATIONS AND ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS

1)       Eagle Scout Designation – Daniel Bailey, Michael Brendlinger, Salvatore Morenzi, James Perry and Dylan Walsh.  Proclamations were acknowledged and read by Council President Michael Schnack.

ClerkBase Presentation.  Ryan Lund of ClerkBase gave an overview of the company, a brief history, its services, and members of the ClerkBase team.   Open Government live streaming of meetings, called OpenGOVideo, was demonstrated, with an explanation of how the system works.  ClerkBase provides service as well as software, and the company emphasizes its service.  The recording of meetings and viewing and retrieval of information was demonstrated.   ClerkBase currently hosts Jamestown’s agendas, minutes and document attachments on their website.  The necessary equipment and procedures were explained.  Costs include:  Annual fee $6,000 per year; Hardware cost $1,000; One-time setup cost $2,000; plus the cost of notebook computers for Council members.  This is in addition to the $4,750 annual expense for the ClerkBase subscription we currently use.  Additional expenses include the camera operator and AV costs.  
Filming options were discussed, including use of fixed and multiple cameras, live streaming and delayed streaming.  The links from agendas, attachments and minutes to the meeting films were referenced and explained.  The Clerk’s participation in the filming process and other communities that stream their meetings were referenced.   The data is backed up and remains on ClerkBase for viewing during the contract period.  If a contract ceases, stored data is returned to the Town.      
Town Administrator Keiser would identify required criteria and prepare the RFP for advertising.  Awarding of the contract would be based on the cost vs. service analysis.  The recommendation of the Town of South Kingstown was referenced.   Mr. Lund was thanked for the presentation.

Building & Facilities Committee Report.  Lisa Bryer and Duncan Pendlebury.  Mr. Pendlebury stated the report compiled by the Jamestown Buildings and Facilities Committee is a review of all Town owned and operated facilities.  The Master copy kept on file in the Town Planner’s Office is updated periodically.  The Committee seeks feedback from the Town Council and Town departments and will to expand their mission as the need arises.  Potential uses of Town facilities were discussed.  
Town Council comments:  Ellen Winsor - this is an exciting document; Robert Bowen -  the report was great; Michael White - it was a good report; William Murphy - the report was well done.  Michael Schnack stated he would like a prioritized list of repairs needed for maintaining the Town’s infrastructure and include it with the Capital Plan.   This is a living document, will never be completed, and is a work in progress.  Town Planner Bryer and Mr. Pendlebury are thanked for the report.

Town Administrator’s Report 

a)
Ft. Wetherill Appraisal.  Town Administrator Keiser reported he received one quote today for $3,950, one quote is coming tomorrow, and one company reported they could not submit a quote at this time.  He will report back on July 19th for bid award.  Councilor Winsor asked if Duncan Pendlebury should act as a liaison with appraisal firms.  She was informed no additional input is necessary at this time.  The Town seeks an appraisal value for the parcel as a whole and divided as it is now, based on existing conditions, not a potential value.

Wood Pile Pier.  Town Administrator Keiser stated new signs will be posted at the Pier tomorrow.  The camera is in place and conditions are being monitored.  The new touch-and-go is getting a lot of use, serving a wonderful purpose and fulfilling a significant need.  The Parking Monitor is walking the pier regularly and notifying the Harbor Master and Police Department as needed.  The system is in place and working well.

Solicitor Ruggiero updates the Council.    When the Highway Garage was built, part of the conveyance involved soil testing. High levels of lead were found related to the paint used on the bridge that was scattered during sand blasting.  The Town-owned parcel was contaminated by lead soils in the area where the sewage discharge pipe is located, which was reported to RIDEM as required by law.  This resulted in a restriction by RIBTA on soil disturbance in the area.  The Town is drafting an agreement requiring RIBTA to indemnify the Town in the event excavation in the area is required, so that the Town does not incur costs for remediation work.  Town Engineer Mike Gray is overseeing the project and the document should be finalized by the next Council meeting.    Discussion followed regarding soil removed in the area east of Bay View Drive.  This is tying up loose ends for the project.

JEMS May/June Report.  Town Administrator Keiser reported the level of service calls continues with uniform response – 500 per year; 40 per month.  Training is ongoing and outlined in the report.  Members are updated on medical protocols.  Mr. Keiser meets with the EMS Study Review team the week of July 19th.  He and Chief Tighe had a conference call with Municipal Resources Consultants to outline the scope of work for the EMS study.  A workshop for the JEMS Incentive Policy needs to be scheduled.

Environmental Scientist Justin Jobin was in attendance and explained the chemical Talstar, its short life, and why it is a safe product to use for tick control.  The $2,800,000 Federal grant awarded to Dr. Mather’s tick research program at URI was referenced.  Tick population is down by an estimated 30% this year.  Councilor Winsor, as Liaison, will forward this to the Conservation Commission.

Discussion.  Town Administrator Keiser reported this is a high traffic corner and many organizations look forward to advertising their events at this location.  Per Building Official Fred Brown, any signs posted at there are in violation of State law as this is State property.  Chief Tighe contacted RIDOT requesting the Town be granted decision making authority on signage at this area.  To date there has been no response.  Discussion ensued regarding safety hazards, potential blocked views and walking traffic.  If permission is granted by the State, the Town Council would authorize the Town Administrator to approve signage requests.  The island on Conanicus Avenue and time limits for signage were referenced.  Sign ordinances are enforced, and each business is allowed up to 3 signs.  
A motion to amend the motion was made by William Murphy with second by Michael White to add “and refer to the Town Administrator for action” to the motion.  Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

XIV. UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Wind Turbine Grant/Financing Options.  Council Vice President Robert Bowen announced notice was received today that Jamestown was awarded a $750,000 ARRA Grant.  To date the State has not made its grant awards, so we have not heard from RIEDC on the $500,000 grant award.  Access to the Renewable Energy bonds for low interest financing for the remainder of funding needed is crucial.  Bond Counsel David Ferrara is preparing the Referenda question for the November ballot.  A strategic plan for marketing the project that demonstrates the pros and cons and potential revenues is the next step.  An Implementation Team is needed.  Revised Legislation has created an opportunity to increase the size of the turbine, changing the economics of the facility in our favor with a better return on investment.  Discussion ensued regarding money from the existing Town budget to redo the models.  A third round of funding was mentioned, but there is no information available at this time.  
2)
Energy Efficiency Grant.  Town Administrator Keiser stated he met with WCRPC staff regarding the ESCO Contract.  The collaborative proposal request has been approved by the legal team. The RFP is going out to vendors, Jamestown will be able to participate in the selection process, and we should hear results and report back to the Council some time in August.  
3)
Hess/Weaver’s Cove LNG Facility.  This will be discussed after executive session.  Councilor Winsor stated the LNG WG will have their website live very soon.  It will include videos of RI Senate hearings and signed Resolutions from the various communities.  RISC (RI Statewide Coalition), the largest taxpayer group in RI, is signing the LNG WG resolution.  July 4th weekend the Taxpayers Association of Jamestown reviewed the resolution and agreed to sign it.  Council President Schnack expressed concern the “Jamestown” name will be associated with the resolution when the Town has not signed on to it.  The matter will be reviewed in Executive Session with the Committee on LNG Threat.  Committee on LNG Threat Chair Dan Wright addressed the Town Council and stated the Committee discussed the resolution and they are not comfortable recommending the Town sign it at this time and that more background information is needed.  There may be a technical imperfection if all towns do not sign on.  Discussion continued.   
4)
Congress of Councils – LNG Threat.  Committee on LNG Threat Vice Chair Dick Lynn updated the Council on recent activities.  Various individuals and non-profit groups have shown interest and they have received good input.  The value of unifying was noted.   Two meetings for the Congress of Councils are desired – an overall meeting and a strategic meeting – and speakers will be engaged.  The first meeting will take place in Jamestown, and the second meeting may move to Aquidneck Island.  Logistics, press issues, and refreshments are being considered in choosing a location.  The Committee has offered the LNG WG the opportunity to present their resolution to the Congress of Council participants.  Mr. Lynn will attend the Bristol Town Council meeting Wednesday, July 7th representing the Committee on LNG Threat as an invited guest.  Councilor Winsor will also be in attendance at that meeting representing the LNG WG and not as a member of the Jamestown Town Council.

XV. NEW BUSINESS

1)
Acceptance of Buildings & Facilities Committee Report.  The report was presented and accepted earlier in the Agenda.  
2)
Approval to Allocate Funding for Affordable Housing purchase at 13 Swinburne Street.  Town Administrator Keiser stated the proposal and content and design detail is not available.  The Town was notified of the comprehensive permit as an abutter.   The Town is working as a collaborative with Church Community Housing on the three-unit, single family housing project.  Church Community Housing will ask for $200,000 from the Affordable Housing Trust Fund to help support the $975,000 project, approximately 20% of the overall project cost.  The project is coming before the Water and Sewer Commission for utility hookups on July 19, 2010.  It looks like a great project.  The proposal has favorable prospects, but must go through comprehensive permit process as outlined in State law.  No Council action is required, and an update will be given at the next meeting.    
3)
Town Hall Plaque.  Town Administrator Keiser reported this was discussed previously at the June 21st Town Council Meeting.  The Council needs to consider placing a plaque acknowledging the contractor, Pezzuco Construction, Inc. (Richard & Ronald Pezzuco) and architect, William L. Bergin (Bergin Lambert Architects, Inc.).   Standard protocol is to mount the plaque at the entrance way, and Jamestown’s will be located inside the entrance of the Town Hall.  Often the names of Town Council members in office during the design and approval phase of the project are included on the plaque (bronze).  The plaque acknowledging the gift of the cupola ($13,000 contribution) by Richard and Ronald Pezzuco in memory of their mother, Alice Pezzuco, will be located outside the vestibule.  Discussion ensued.  Previous project plaques included the names of School Committee members and Town Council members; the names of the builder and architect are always included.  Sometimes a notable quotation is included.  This item will be continued.     
4)
Street Lighting.  Presentation by Justin Jobin and Mike Gray re: street lighting project.  The streetlight inventory map was explained.  The Town has 354 street lights, RIBTA has 20, and Wastewater Treatment has 7 (already deactivated).  The estimated yearly cost for streetlights is $48,500, or $137 per light per year.  The lights are concentrated in the downtown area and north end.  Cost savings resulting from the turning down of street lighting was referenced.  5% of the streetlights can be shut off at no charge; after that the Town would be charged $25 per shutoff.    Streetlights will be preserved for main roads, downtown, intersections and other safety locations.  75 lights, approximately 21% of the current count, will remain.  Discussion followed regarding potential seasonal lighting, recreational lighting, safety issues and cost savings - $8,850 the first year, $10,275 each year after.  Deactivated lights were referenced.  Discussion ensued regarding reduced wattage vs. shutoff, crosswalk lighting improvements, use of LED lights, “dark sky” initiatives, cost savings and public input.  This could be reviewed at a future agenda. The purpose of this evening’s presentation is for information and to inform the Council of cost savings and environmental aspects.  Many communities are weighting their options.  Mr. Gray and Mr. Jobin are thanked for their presentation.

Conanicut Island Art Association request for use of Town Hall for extended hours. 

CIAA members present were acknowledged.  CIAA President Don Miller addressed the Council with three requests:  

· Extension of hours for the exhibits – one week night and one weekend day during the summer season, with tourist traffic, to facilitate viewing of the art to be staffed by a CIAA member
· Sign or plaque affixed to the Town Hall exterior noting the CIAA Gallery contained therein

· Purchase of one piece of art per year from CIAA by Town of Jamestown, to be part of an ongoing collection for display at Town Hall, funded by a sponsor obtained by the CIAA
Expenses would be minimal.  The proposals are made with the intent of promoting the appreciation and understanding of art in Jamestown.  The hours requested were discussed – 4:30 p.m. to 7:30 or 8:00 p.m. on Thursday evenings and 11:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. on Saturday.  Currently there is no policy in place for Town Hall use.  Insurance requirements and Town property issues need to be reviewed.  CIAA does not routinely sell artwork displayed at Town Hall, but would like the opportunity to sell art as well as display it, as they need income to continue.  CIAA is non-profit and sales would be incidental to the exhibit.  The unofficial policy is if Town Hall is open, someone from Town Hall is present. Discussion continued.  This requires more research, and CIAA should meet with Town Administrator Keiser regarding their proposal before moving forward.  A trial period (2-3 months), followed by Town Council evaluation was discussed.    Bruce Keiser will gather additional information.

The art would be paid for by a benefactor with a notation of the benefactor’s name and “for the people of Jamestown.”  Discussion ensued.  This will be continued to the next Town Council Meeting agenda.          
XVI. EXECUTIVE SESSION

A motion was made by Michael White with second by Robert Bowen to enter into Executive Session pursuant to RIGL §42-46-5(a) Subsection (2) to discuss potential litigation and collective bargaining.  Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

Pursuant to RIGL §42-46-5(a) Subsection (2) the following vote was taken by the Jamestown Town Council to enter into Executive Session to discuss potential litigation and collective bargaining:  Council President Schnack, Aye; Council Vice President Bowen, Aye; Councilor Murphy, Aye; Councilor White, Aye; and Councilor Winsor, Aye.    
The Jamestown Town Council reconvened its regular meeting at 9:55 p.m.  The Jamestown Town Council entered into Executive Session at 9:03 p.m. by unanimous vote and that session has now ended by unanimous vote.  Council President Schnack announced there were no votes taken in Executive Session.
