Town Administrator’s Report 

a)
Well Sampling
.  Town Administrator Keiser reported on the Well Sampling Program and groundwater conditions in the Jamestown Shores area.  The initiative to characterize the water conditions for pollution contaminates was discussed last summer, and RIDEM will participate financially.  All lot owners in Jamestown Shores were sent a letter requesting their participation, and Environmental Scientist Justin Jobin followed up with the 138 families who will participate in the well sampling program.  A meeting is scheduled for Thursday, August 12th at 10:00 a.m. at Town Hall, with representatives from RIDEM, Department of Health, and Dr. Ann Veeger of URI, to further discuss the program structure.  The total cost is unknown, with an estimated contribution of $10,000 from the Town of Jamestown.  Funding could come from the contingency account if needed.  The map showing parcel layout and designated participants was displayed.    The graphic was done in-house using the Jamestown GIS Program.  As this is a cross section of the Jamestown Shores lots, we should get very reliable data.  Jamestown Public Works employees put a great deal of work into this program and should be commended for their efforts.  The Cumulative Impact Legislation was the catalyst for the program.  An update will be given at the next Town Council meeting.    
b)
EMS Review.  Town Administrator Keiser reported consultant Municipal Resources, Inc. began the review two Wednesdays ago, meeting with our Police Chief, Fire Chief and JEMS Commander.  One of the project components is an anonymous online survey for community input.  Consultants will also be available by appointment during working hours to discuss issues and observations regarding our EMS delivery system.   Town officials affiliated with our EMS services and Newport Hospital staff will also be interviewed.  A report should be available in early October.  The consultants will be asked to address the potential impact of disasters resulting in mass injuries and casualties (including LNG) in the final report.  The impressive credentials of the Municipal Resources organization are noted; well-qualified individuals are conducting the review.   Discussion continued.  
c)
Wind Turbine Planning.  Town Administrator Keiser, Town Planner Lisa Bryer and Town Engineer Mike Gray met with Portsmouth officials to obtain an assessment of the wind turbine construction process.  Mr. Keiser reported the session was highly informative.  Portsmouth obtained their turbine at a discounted cost (by approximately $1,000,000) from true market value.   The Portsmouth project actual revenues exceeded projections, resulting in a positive cash flow.  Wind generation is higher than study projections, producing more electricity, and the capacity factor is a 30% rate.  The wind energy report for Jamestown referenced a 23% rate.  The industry is in its infancy, and the information from Portsmouth is very positive.  Discussion continued.        
d)
Beavertail Lighthouse Visit.  The Town Clerk will contact Council members to plan the visit at a convenient time (perhaps 5:00 p.m.) and day of the week.      
e)
East Ferry Concrete Pier Repairs.  Town Engineer Mike Gray discovered that a cavity opened up where the concrete pier meets the bulkhead seawall to the north of the pier.  It is a gaping hole that has eroded the rebar from the overhead pavement leaving it exposed to weather and requiring emergency repairs.  Bids are being sought, and if a special meeting is required, it will be scheduled.  The portion affected is not part of the Pier improved two years ago.  Mike Gray will be consulted to determine if the underpinnings at all piers should be examined as a precaution.  There is no determination which budget funding for the repairs will come from.  We will have an update at the next meeting or sooner, if needed.
f)
August Meeting Schedule.  In prior years the Town Council only met once during August, due to a lighter work schedule and vacations.  If an emergency situation requires a special meeting, it could be scheduled.  Council members were polled and discussion ensued.

Discussion of the two candidates ensued.
A motion was made by Michael White with second by William Murphy to appoint  Rosemary Enwright to the Planning Commission for the unexpired term to December 31, 2011.  
Discussion.  Both candidates were interviewed and are very competent.  Rosemary is a member of the Historical Society and an author.  Abigail is an architect.    
Back to the vote on the motion.  Voted unanimously in the affirmative.  
XIV. UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1)
Hess/Weaver’s Cove LNG Facility.  Councilor Winsor referenced a phone call she received regarding FERC and acknowledging their receipt of Jamestown’s application for Intervener status out of time.  This is a good move.  The Open Meetings Forum held July 30th at Roger Williams Law School cautioned against the use of too general or broad topics for agenda items.  Discussion ensued regarding agenda items as place holders and that items should be specific.  The LNG issue could be addressed under the Town Administrator’s Report on future agendas.  Councilor Winsor would like to speak on this issue at Council meetings, which could be addressed under Open Forum, per Solicitor Ruggiero.  Any specific matter can be placed on the Agenda by the Clerk.      
2)
Congress of Councils – LNG Threat.  Committee Co-Chair Dick Lynn is in attendance to give an update.  Dick stated the budget issue needs to be addressed, as a continental breakfast (coffee, tea, muffins) is planned for the Congress of Councils, with an estimated cost of $6 to $8 per person from a local restaurant.  25 communities are invited, with follow-up calls next week.  The Hyatt in Newport has been offered as a host location and will probably be used for the second meeting.  The first meeting is slated for September 8th, 7:30 a.m. to 10:00 a.m. at the Jamestown Recreation Center, which is on the bay and large enough for the expected number of participants.  Newport County Visitors Bureau can find a larger facility if one is needed.  Town Administrator Keiser referenced the incidentals account for funding the events, which should be minimal.  Town Administrator Keiser and Mr. Lynn will be in contact to review budget issues.  Folders, documents, tables, chairs, name tags, attendee packets, newspaper ads (estimated at $1,200 to $1,800) and other items needed for the meeting were referenced.  Invited speakers include Governor Carcieri (not responded to date), Patrick Lynch, Richard Clark and Evan Thomas.  Also invited are Keith Stokes (RIEDC) and Olivia Schmidt, who was successful in defeating an LNG initiative in Oregon.  The Committee is working to get the word out and any press coverage is helpful.  Councilor Winsor stated she would like to see an RSVP list prior to voting on a budget.  Town Administrator Keiser will be in contact with other Town Administrators regarding attendance. Of note, the Massachusetts and Rhode Island Boards of Selectmen and Councils are the oldest in the country.  The Committee is urged to continue on, assured they are doing a good job, and their estimated required finances appear reasonable.  
A motion was made by Robert Bowen with second by William Murphy to have the Committee work with Town Administrator Keiser and to allocate up to $5,000 to cover the cost of food, advertising and related supplies and expenses for the Congress of Councils.  
Discussion.  Council support is required as this cannot be done without cost.  Town Administrator Keiser will work with the Committee, and if it appears expenses may exceed $5,000, this can be brought back to the Council.  All purchasing protocols will be followed.  Sponsors and outside funding were discussed.  More accurate figures will be realized as we receive positive responses from participants.  Discussion continued.    

Back to the vote on the motion.  Robert Bowen, William Murphy and Michael White vote yes.  Ellen Winsor votes no.  Motion passes by a majority vote in the affirmative.

Status Report from Town Administrator re: use of Affordable Housing Trust Fund for hookup and installation fees ($7,850 x 2 = $15,700), continued from 07/19/2010 Water & Sewer Meeting.  Town Administrator Keiser reported the Affordable Housing Committee met and unanimously endorsed the use of additional monies from the Affordable Housing Trust Fund to pay for the connection fees and recommended any surplus contingency funds from the project budget at time of completion revert back to Trust Fund.  
A motion was made by William Murphy with second by Michael White to approve $15,700 from the Affordable Housing Trust Fund for the purpose of waiving the water and sewer hookup fees for the 13 Swinburne Street project. 
Discussion.  Is the Council the proper body to hear this request?  Yes, it is.

Back to the vote on the motion.  Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

Installation of a water faucet for the tent campsite at Fort Getty

Status Report from Town Administrator, continued from 07/19/2010 Water & Sewer Meeting.  Town Administrator Keiser stated there is no status report to date.  Our Town Engineer and Public Works Director have this under review.  This is an incidental expense, can be done by DPW employees for the cost of materials, and we will move forward with the installation.  This item will remain on the agenda.  
XV. NEW BUSINESS

1)
Indemnity Agreement and Environmental Land Use Restriction.  Town Administrator Keiser stated Attorney Bernie Jackvony representing the RI Turnpike and Bridge Authority is in attendance.  RITBA seeks control and management of possible future development of the Town-owned property north of the Newport Bridge.  This particular property was impacted by bridge maintenance activities in the early years when lead based paints were used on the structure.  During the construction of the Highway Barn, soil investigation showed contamination with the presence of lead as a result of those maintenance activities.  The Highway Barn site was excavated and contaminated soils removed.  The balance of the property was not disturbed, and an environmental land use restriction was placed on it requiring the Town agree not to disturb the property without prior authorization by RITBA and RIDEM.  RITBA sought to acquire the area around our sewer outfall with Jamestown having a maintenance easement allowing access to the sewer outfall, should it be necessary.  It was determined this is unnecessary and an environmental land use restriction was the best alternative.  The likelihood of needing access is very remote and RITBA is given the assurance the Town would not disturb the property unless there was an emergency.  The document has been reviewed and approved by the RITBA attorney and board members.  Solicitor Ruggiero has reviewed and approved the document and the accompanying indemnity agreement, which covers any possible future exposure to contaminated soils and related costs.  Exhibit C is referenced, which is missing from the document.  Baseline measurements were referenced and discussed.  
A motion was made by William Murphy with second by Michael White to approve the Environmental Land Usage Restriction for the Town of Jamestown and the Indemnity Agreement with the RI Turnpike and Bridge Authority and authorize signing by Town Administrator Keiser.
Discussion.  There is clarification the Indemnitee is Jamestown, and the Indemnitor is RITBA.  

Back to the vote on the motion.  Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

2)
Wind Turbine Implementation and Authorization re: expenditure for economic modeling and visualizations, not to exceed $5,000.   This would allow work to begin on the public outreach portion of the Bond referenda to be placed on the November election ballot.   Town Administrator Keiser stated this will prove confidence in the economic projections of expenses and revenues for the proposed wind turbine and net benefits and costs to the Town. The Wind Energy Commission, through a subcontractor of ASA, has provided us with an economic modeling.  This project cost is estimated at $5,000,000 to $6,000,000, and a second opinion is worthwhile with such a large project.  Finance Director Collins and Administrator Keiser met with the Town of Jamestown’s financial advisor (Southwest), and a conference call is scheduled with their bond financing representative with expertise in wind energy on Wednesday.  We want to determine what the cost would be to retain a member of our financial advisor’s staff to conduct a study on our behalf.  This looks positive after reviewing our estimates and the status of Portsmouth’s wind turbine.  Up to $5,000 is a reasonable amount to spend for confidence building.  Financial implications, all phases of the project and visuals were referenced and discussed.  We want the public to be fully informed.  Discussion ensued regarding the visual aspects, the length of service of the Wind Energy Committee and the size of the proposed turbine.      
A motion was made by Michael White with second by William Murphy to approve the Wind Turbine implementation and authorize the expenditure for economic modeling and visualizations for an amount not to exceed $5,000.  Voted unanimously in the affirmative.   

3)
Conditional Award re: Narragansett Avenue Downtown Enhancement Project to Catalano Construction Co. for an amount not to exceed $614,847.21

A motion was made by William Murphy with second by Michael White to approve the conditional award for the Narragansett Avenue Downtown Enhancement Project to Catalano Construction Co. for an amount not to exceed $614,847.21, subject to RIDOT concurring with our consultant’s recommendation.  Voted unanimously in the affirmative.  
4)
Authorization to Proceed to Bid re: audio/video design and addition as part of Open Government Initiative.  This is the Council’s effort to add audio/video onto our current Clerkbase system and annotating our Minutes with audio and video.  Town Administrator Keiser stated there are two parts - hardware and software.  Several meetings ago we heard the software portion, and now we need to proceed to bid for hardware.  Specifications are being sought from other communities and will be modified for Jamestown (in house) and then proceed to bid.  Cameras and other audio updates are needed.  Discussion ensued regarding equipment requirements, specifications, where the equipment would be located and how it would function.  An audio visual feed (perhaps 2) would be made available at the rear of the Council Chambers for public use.  It is proposed to broadcast our meetings live as well as delayed video with annotations.    

Sav Rebecchi, Sail Street. Mr. Rebecchi references his experiences and asks if the upgrade includes video and streaming in the $6,000 quoted cost.  He is informed yes.  Mr. Rebecchi also commented on the live feed and the audio and video equipment requirements.  The Town Administrator stated the vendor will be chosen through the competitive bid process.  Discussion continued.    

A motion was made by William Murphy with second by Michael White to authorize the Town Administrator to proceed with the bid process for audio/video design and addition as part of the Open Government Initiative.  Robert Bowen, William Murphy and Michael White vote yes.  Ellen Winsor votes no.  Motion passes by a majority vote in the affirmative.    
5)
Schedule Fort Getty Plan Implementation Workshop (Sept. 13, 14, or 15).  The prior workshop and Implementation Plan were referenced.  It is now time for Town Council discussion.  Council members will report their available dates to the Town Administrator or Town Clerk so that an appropriate date can be set for the workshop.           
6)
Memorandum of Agreement re: Animal Control Services.  Town Administrator Keiser reports this is an expansion of the current Memorandum of Agreement with the Town of North Kingstown to house our animals at the North Kingstown Animal Shelter.  This agreement includes expanded animal control services to cover vicious dog complaints on a fee-for-service basis.  MOA changes were referenced and discussed.  Our insurance carrier (The Trust) attorney and the Town of North Kingstown have reviewed the agreement.  Their services are only needed in extreme cases, and most other responses can be handled regularly by Jamestown police officers.  Examples of animal control calls and their resolution were referenced and discussed.  Chief Tighe and Lieutenant Daignault were consulted.  Protocols will be established.  The ACO’s prior work schedule was referenced; an analysis revealed that the ACO was on daytime duty 80 out of 365 shifts per year since 1994, which is less than 30% of the time the ACO was available.  Over 70% of the animal control calls were handled by Jamestown police officers.  Discussion continued regarding Potter League affiliation, funds appropriated at the FTM and local on-call ACO services.  This is a new approach to service delivery and makes a lot of sense during these times.   
A motion was made by William Murphy with second by Michael White to approve the Memorandum of Agreement with the Town of North Kingstown for animal control services and authorize signing of the document by the Town Administrator.                   
Discussion.  Medical expenses as outlined in the document were referenced.  Councilor Winsor stated this should be a short term solution and the Potter League should be investigated.  This is not an exclusive agreement, and has been in effect for a long time.  Agreement dates and service fees, based on an hourly rate and total service fee, were referenced.  Discussion continued and opened for public comment.  

Paul Greenberg, Seaside Drive.  Mr. Greenberg commented that in the last two years he had three ACO visits which involved a family of squirrels and raccoons.  He was happy with the services provided.  A prior open meeting made mention of over 800 animal control calls last year, and he doesn’t know how the Council can vote on something for which you do not know the costs.  He is afraid the number of calls will far exceed the funding provided at the FTM.  Mr. Greenberg thanked the Council for the opportunity to speak.  

Joan Dupee, North Road.  Ms. Dupee commented on information given to her by a gentlemen from Jamestown Shores regarding a call made to the Police Department involving a sick cat.  The police officer who answered the call came to the property and   shot the sick cat.  Why wasn’t it taken to a shelter or vet?  Is this how calls will be handled?  Ms. Dupee is thanked for her comment.  

Town Administrator Keiser stated this MOA is a modification of the current contract, and the old contract remains in effect until a new one is adopted.  

Back to the vote on the motion.  Robert Bowen, William Murphy and Michael White vote yes.  Ellen Winsor votes no.  Motion passes by a majority vote in the affirmative.  
XVI. EXECUTIVE SESSION

A motion was made by William Murphy with second by Michael White to enter into Executive Session pursuant to RIGL §42-46-5(a) Subsection (2) to discuss potential litigation and collective bargaining.  Voted unanimously in the affirmative.

Pursuant to RIGL §42-46-5(a) Subsection (2) the following vote was taken by the Jamestown Town Council to enter into Executive Session to discuss potential litigation and collective bargaining:  Council President Schnack, Absent; Council Vice President Bowen, Aye; Councilor Murphy, Aye; Councilor White, Aye; and Councilor Winsor, Aye.    

The Jamestown Town Council reconvened its regular meeting at 9:05 p.m.  The Jamestown Town Council entered into Executive Session at 8:56 p.m. by unanimous vote and that session has now ended by unanimous vote.  Council Vice President Bowen announced there were no votes taken in Executive Session.   

A motion was made by Ellen Winsor with second by William Murphy to seal the Minutes of the Executive Session.  Council President Schnack, Absent; Council Vice President Bowen, Aye; Councilor Murphy, Aye; Councilor White, Aye; and Councilor Winsor, Aye.
