AWARDS, PRESENTATIONS AND ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

1)
Resolution of the Jamestown Town Council No. 08-016 honoring Representative Bruce J. Long

Council President DiGiando presented Resolution No. 08-016 to Representative Bruce J. Long commending him for his many contributions to the progress of this community and extending best wishes to him for a happy and successful future.
Laura Hosley, Director of the Jamestown Substance Abuse Task Force, thanked Representative Long for his years of dedicated service in the effort to teach children about the dangers of drug and alcohol use.   Ms. Hosley stated that Representative Long attended monthly Jamestown “Task Force Meetings” and state level meetings on “Teen Behavioral Health”; he taught teens about the legislative process by inviting them to testify at the Rhode Island General Assembly Hearings; and assisted with insuring that the municipal Task Forces continued to receive local funding rather than creating regional entities.  In addition, Representative Long promoted the introduction of statewide legislation on alcohol consumption and underage drinking.  

2)
Presentation by RIDEM re:  Cumulative Impacts of Onsite Wastewater Treatment Systems

A slide presentation by Director Sullivan and Chief Russell Chateauneuf was directed mainly to the onsite wastewater permitting and cumulative impacts in the Jamestown Shores area.  
Several areas of concern were addressed:
· Small  lots served by private wells and septic systems

· shallow groundwater and other lot constraints

· densely developed but not yet a full build-out

· elevated nitrogen concern in the groundwater

Mr. Chateauneuf provided a map of septic activity in the Shores indicating new systems, upgrades, etc., as well as charts relating to sources of nitrogen to groundwater re-charge.  Mr. Chatenauneuf noted that under current land use the contribution of nitrogen to groundwater is twice as much in the Shores as on the island as a whole and suggested that it is time for a new well survey to be completed.
The Town Administrator gave a summary of local efforts to control cumulative impacts in the Jamestown Shores.  As an overview, the Town Administrator noted the following information:

· Onsite wastewater management ordinance adopted in 2001

· provides for routine inspections and maintenance of all onsite systems

· steel tanks and cesspool considered substandard and should be inspected/pumped out on an annual basis

· standardized inspection reports entered electronically into Town’s database

· Onsite wastewater management plan was developed

· advance requirements for onsite systems 

· septic system repairs in this district requires an advanced treatment system

· disinfection is required if private well is less than 100 ft from the leachfield

· restrict impervious surface coverage

· require stormwater management controls and infiltration

· protection of wetlands and increased buffers

· stress minimization of fill and grading

· Community septic system loan program offered low interest financing for up to $25,000

· High groundwater and impervious layer ordinance was adopted in 2003

· The Town held community wastewater, stormwater and private well workshops

· Through the water resource protection fund the Town acquired approximately eight lots in the Shores

· Acquisition of tax sale lots is ongoing

· over the last two years the Town has actively been pursuing the acquisition of tax sale lots

· 67 Town acquired lots

· 7 currently pending in Court

· 22 still awaiting action

· 3 have been redeemed by the owner

The Town Administrator stated that the next steps are for RIDEM and the Town to coordinate on updating well testing data to address trends of development.

Director Sullivan informed the Council that in order to assist in the well surveys, he has reserved a small amount of money to provide for the containers and analysis.  However, it is imperative that the Council act expeditiously as those funds might not be available in the future.
Council President DiGiando stated that he was also concerned with other areas in Jamestown that have higher rates of nitrates, possibly caused by the use of fertilizer.  
In answer to Council questions, Mr. Chateauneuf noted that he would suggest a well survey of approximately fifty (50) wells.
It was the consensus of the Council that the well survey is to be in place by March 2009.
Public Hearing
It was moved by Councilor Kelly, seconded by Councilor White to move the public hearing forward on the agenda.  So unanimously voted.

Proposed amendment to the Jamestown Code of Ordinance re:  Chapter 22, Article IV. Construction Activities (duly advertised in the Jamestown Press on December 4, 2008)

Council President DiGiando opened the public hearing at 7:45 p.m.

The Town Administrator reviewed the proposed amendment under consideration.  

ARTICLE IV. CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES

Sec. 22-69. Construction Activities.
No person shall operate or permit the operation of any tools, vehicles or equipment involved or related to any construction or demolition work during the following hours: Monday through Friday between 9:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m. the following day; Saturday from 6:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m. the following day; and Sunday from 7 a.m. to 7:00 a.m. the following day.  Such activities are also prohibited from 7 a.m. to 7 a.m. the following day on all federal and state holidays.

Sec. 22-70.  Definitions.
The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this chapter, shall have the meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning:

Construction means any and all outside activity necessary or incidental to the erection, assembling, altering, installing, repair or equipping of buildings, roadways, infrastructure, or utilities including drilling, blasting, mining, land clearing, grading, excavating and filling. 

Demolition means any dismantling, intentional destruction or removal of structures, infrastructure, utilities, public or private right-of-way surfaces, or similar property.

Sec. 22-71.  Exemptions.

The provisions of this article shall not apply to:

(1)  The operation of snow removal equipment at any time provided that such equipment shall be maintained in good repair so as to minimize noise. Noise discharged from exhausts shall be adequately muffled so as to prevent loud and/or explosive sounds;

(2)  Lawn care and grounds maintenance equipment in normal daytime use if used and maintained in accordance with the manufacturer's specifications;

(3)  Public emergency activities required to ensure the health, safety and welfare of the citizenry.

(4)  The normal day to day agricultural activities associated with the raising of livestock and crops.
(5)  Ordinary or routine maintenance and/or repair performed by the owner or resident of a property.
Sec. 22-72. Enforcement.

This article shall be implemented, administered and enforced by the town police department.

Sec. 22-73. Penalties.

Any person found to be in violation of this article shall be punished as follows:

(1)  The first offense shall be punished by the issuance of a written warning to cease and desist the violation.

(2)  The second offense shall be punished by a fine of $250.00 and a notice to cease and desist the violation.

(3)  The third offense and each subsequent offense shall be punished by a fine of $500.00 and a notice to cease and desist the violation.

Council President DiGiando called for public comments.
Robert Van Cleef, Frigate Street, Yankee Housewright asked who would be in charge of enforcement and fines.

Tammy Fasano, 37 Standish Road, stated that her neighbor is in violation of lighting.  Ms. Fasano asked who will enforce lighting violations.

Norma Willis, North Main Road, addressed her concerns about being in violation of the ordinance for running a tractor or splitting wood on Sundays.
Council President DiGiando noted that this activity would be exempt from this ordinance.

Peter Vetter, East Shore Road, asked how dust would be addressed in the ordinance.  Mr. Vetter told the Council that he cannot open his windows because of the amount of dust created by the neighboring construction project.  Mr. Vetter stated that project managers may absorb the fine as part of the cost of a large construction project.

The Town Administrator noted that research is being conducted to address the issues of dust and proper lighting practices.
The Town Solicitor stated that continued violations of an ordinance would require action by the police force.  Cease and desist orders and legal prosecution could follow.

Ellen Winsor, East Shore Road, suggested that a way to manage the dust on a project could be to bring in a water truck to wet it and scrape it up.  
Laura Vetter, East Shore Road, asked who would bear the legal costs and would the complainant be brought into the suit.

The Town Solicitor answered that if a violator is brought before the Court by the police, then the Town would pay for prosecution.  
William Sprague, Reservoir Circle, commented about the building permit issued for a home construction on East Shore Road.
Virginia Prichett, Reservoir Circle, stated that everyone deserves to have the quiet enjoyment of their homes.  Ms. Prichett suggested that the ending hours of operation be changed from 9:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m.  Ms. Prichett also suggested adding summer hours so that people could use their yards.
Paul Sprague, Mast Street, inquired about the level of noise.  Mr. Sprague also asked how a project that was shrink-wrapped and worked on twenty-four hours each day would fit in to the ordinance.

The Town Administrator commented that encapsulating a site does not change the ordinance.

The Town Solicitor stated that the ordinance addressed construction activity.
Tom Gadoury, Sail Street, RAM Construction, expressed his concern that he would not be allowed to continue his business because of the prohibition on equipment use on Sundays or holidays.  Mr. Gadoury stated that he works with homeowners when they are at home on the weekends.  Mr. Gadoury further stated that the ordinance will make it difficult for the small businesses and asked the Council to consider some hours of operation on Sundays and holidays.
Raymond Iannetta, North Main Road, suggested that work should begin at 8:00 a.m. and stop at 7:00 p.m. in the summertime and stop at 9:00 p.m. in the winter when the windows are closed.

Robert Grenier, Hull Street, noted that in the summer contractors need to work later because it is lighter longer.  
Brian Evans, Fox Run, wanted to be assured that he could work on his own home on Sunday.

Laura Hosley, Fox Run, stated that construction of any type should be handled in the same manner.

Jeffrey McDonough, Standish Road, said there is no problem with local contractors and asked the Council to preserve the quality of life on Jamestown.

Ellen Betzer, North Road, suggested that authorities should be contacted when a job is going to end later than the hours allowed.
Ellen Winsor suggested incorporating decibel levels in the ordinance.
Peter Vetter asked if loading and unloading material at 6:30 a.m. is included in the ordinance.

Robert Van Cleef requested that because a building could be wrapped, the definition of construction outside should be defined in the ordinance.

There being no further public comment, it was moved by Councilor Kelly, seconded by Councilor Sutton to close the public portion of the hearing at 8:30 p.m.  So unanimously voted.

The Council discussed at great length the concerns presented by the public in order to come up with an equitable ordinance that properly protects neighboring properties to building projects, while allowing for reasonable construction activity.   Council comments included the need for shortening the hours of activity as well as the addition of a sunset clause.  There was also discussion relating to whether or not this ordinance is needed with so few complaints.  
It was moved by Councilor Kelly, seconded by Councilor Sutton to adopt the ordinance as proposed, adding a two years hence sunset clause and changing the Monday through Friday work hours from 7:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. to Monday through Friday work hours from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.  
Councilor White moved to amend the motion to allow construction on Sunday from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.   There being no second, the motion to amend failed.
It was voted, Councilor Kelly, aye; Councilor Sutton, aye; Councilor White, aye; Council President DiGiando; nay.   The motion passed with three in favor and one opposed.

1) Scheduled request to address 

a) Representative Bruce J. Long re:  legislative update

In addition to Representative Long’s legislative update, the Council was informed that the Economic Development Corporation (EDC) has approved the in-kind service of the Town Planner and other Town employees toward Jamestown’s match for the $34,000 grant.  
2) Non-scheduled request to address

David Betzer and Ellen Betzer, North Road asked to speak regarding a building project that is presently before the Planning Commission, stating that there are drainage problems in this wet area.  Ms. Betzer stated that the owner, Mr. Lawless, is acting as an expert on this project and this is a conflict of interest.   The Town Solicitor cautioned the Council that they should not take any action on this because it is currently before the Planning Commission.  The Town Solicitor strongly suggested that David and Ellen Betzer appear before the Planning Commission with their concerns.
Robert Dolan, Coronado Street, stated that the Council needs to maximize the return to the rate payers on the sale of 44 Southwest Avenue.  Mr. Dolan also suggested that the financing should be dealt with in the Purchase and Sale Agreement, along with a non-refundable deposit.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1) Alarm Systems re:  fee schedule (continued from 11/24/2008 meeting)
The Town Administrator addressed the report provided by the Police Chief.  The Town Administrator noted that seniors over 65 years of age are exempt from the fees in the ordinance.  There are 169 under age 65 that are subject to fees.  Of those, 93 have both police and fire alarms.  The dual alarm fee in Jamestown, since its inception, has been a per alarm fee of $36.00.  Recently, the Town reviewed the billing and found that there were some dual alarm connections that were not paying the $36.00 per alarm.  
Police Chief Thomas Tighe explained that the alarm fees were instituted to cover the costs associated with the telephone lines used for the alarms.  There are two telephone lines for the fire alarms and two telephone lines for the police alarms.  
It was the consensus of the Council that with the telephone alarm lines continuing to be used as outlined, the fees in the ordinance stand and no changes are necessary at this time.
2) Request from the Jamestown Substance Abuse Prevention Task Force to solicit Town Council approval on the drafting and passage of three ordinances dealing with juveniles (per Councilor Szepatowski)

Laura Hosley, Director of the Jamestown Substance Abuse Prevention Task Force, presented statistics relating to the use of cigarettes, drugs, and alcohol by Jamestown students in grades 5 through 8 as compared to other grades 5 through 8 students in the state.  The SALT statistics show a higher number of non-users in the Jamestown school.  Ms. Hosley attributes this to the cooperative community efforts.  
Ms. Hosley stated that she would like to see some ordinances relating to the underage consumption of alcohol.  One of those ordinances would relate to the arrest of teens when drunk.  In addition, Ms. Hosley stated that some communities are enacting a consented search policy.  This would allow the police, with the parent’s written permission, to enter a home when the parents are away if there is suspicion of alcohol consumption by underage children.  Ms. Hosley offered the North Kingstown Police Department form as an example of a community successfully using this deterrent.  
Ms. Hosley stated that following a meeting of the police, task force members and school task force members she would like to come back to the Council with specific information for the Council’s consideration in drafting juvenile related ordinances.

NEW BUSINESS
1) Jamestown Police Station re:  renovations and addition  
Following a presentation of the site plan and renovations, the Town Administrator noted that the Council had previously budgeted $400,000 for the police station addition and renovations.  
William Burgin, Burgin Lambert Architects, stated that the base bid was $320,000; however, there are other add-ons or options that must be considered; those being:

· upgrade of entire HV system

· paint the exterior of the building

The Council questioned whether there was any way to reduce the cost.  One suggestion was to use modular construction.  The Building Official stated that because the addition is on a slab, a modular would not be advisable.

The Town Administrator suggested that the additional funds could be a one-time capital expense considered in the 2009/2010 budget.

It was moved by Councilor Sutton, seconded by Councilor Kelly to approve the schematic design and authorize moving the project to final design construction specifications and bid documents.  So unanimously voted.
It was the consensus of the Council that the Town Engineer provides the Council with detailed information on the proposed alternate add-ons and their cost breakdown.

The Town Engineer recommended that the entire project be looked at and include the add-alternates in the bid documents.

2) Solid Waste Transfer and Recycling Center re: illegal dumping and related fines
Councilor Kelly stated that the fines for illegal dumping were established in 1982 and are outdated.  Councilor Kelly suggested that these fines be raised to $250.00 and $500.00 in order to deter illegal dumping.  
It was the consensus of the Council to schedule a public hearing to amend Article III Solid Waste Transfer and Recycling Center, Sec. 58-74. Enforcement of article; penalty to increase the fines from $100.00 to $250.00 and $500.00.
3) Revised Town Council Meeting Schedule 
The Town Administrator reviewed his memorandum to the Town Council regarding a change in meeting dates in order to accommodate a change in the Town Solicitor’s schedule.  The Town Administrator noted that the Town has received excellent value from Mr. Ruggiero’s services.
The Council discussed several scheduling options that would allow Mr. Ruggiero to attend Council meetings, as well as the meetings of the Board of Water and Sewer Commission.

It was moved by Councilor Kelly, seconded by Councilor White that beginning in January 2009 the Jamestown Town Council would change their meeting schedule from the second and fourth Monday to the first and third Monday at 7:00 p.m.  So unanimously voted.
4) Carr Lane re:  load limits 

Councilor Sutton stated that Carr Lane is being used more and more as a cut through by large trucks and construction equipment from East Shore Road to North Road.  Due to the narrow width of the road and the dangerous conditions caused by large vehicles, Councilor Sutton asked the Council to consider limiting access based on load limits.
It was the consensus of the Council to forward this request to the Traffic Committee for their recommendations.

5) Jamestown Police Department re:  Annual Report July 1, 2007 – June 30, 2008

It was the consensus of the Council that the Police Department’s Annual Report was a “well done” report.
No action was taken.
6) Fire Department Incentives

William Murphy, Fire Department Compensation Committee Representative, reviewed updates and revisions to the Fire Department Incentive Plan.  The revisions address the following issues:
· Capping the property tax abatement to a fixed $700.00 and eliminating an annual cost-of-living adjustment for qualifying active life members and retired life members;

· Updating the eligible training courses and classes that count toward incentive points;

· Increasing the minimum number of training drills required to twenty (20) drills;

· Limiting the total number of service incentive points that a member can earn annually to thirty-five (35);

· Ensuring that the annual outlays for the Fire Department Incentive Program do not exceed the Town’s annual budgeted appropriation for the Program.  

Mr. Murphy noted that it will be necessary submit enabling legislation and hold a public hearing to amend the Code of Ordinance.  

It was moved by Councilor Sutton, seconded by Councilor White to authorize the Fire Department Incentive Plan to be put on the agenda for the January 5, 2009 Town Council meeting.  So unanimously voted.
EXECUTIVE SESSION

It was moved by Kelly, seconded by White to enter into executive session at 10:12 p.m. pursuant to RIGL 42-46-5 (a) (2) litigation re: Dutton v. Town of Jamestown and pursuant to RIGL 42-46-5 (a) (1) personnel re:  Town Administrator performance review.
