A budget work session of the Jamestown Town Council was called to order at the Jamestown Philomenian Library, 26 North Road at 6:07 pm by Council President David Long.  The following members were present:

Council President Long introduced Bruce Keiser, Town Administrator and asked him to address the proposed budget recommendations.  The Town Administrator stated that he would like to review his recommended budget for FYI 2006/2007, municipal portion only.

The Town Administrator pointed out a general salary increase of 3.5% would be given to town employees other than those who are in the local unions.  He also explained that the Jamestown Philomenian Library, Community Center and Police Station would require budgeted money for building maintenance for this coming fiscal year.  There would be four (4) new or expanded positions in the Planning, Recreation, Engineering Departments plus an Ambulance stipend for the commander.  

The Town Administrator stated that the Town should see an increase in revenue from the Town Clerk's Office, Building Department, Ambulance receipts, penalties/late tax payments and investment income of +/- $260,000.00.

There was some discussion regarding whether the Town needed a Municipal Court and if it would generate revenue.  The Town Administrator recommended that the Council hold off for another year before budgeting for the item.

Questions the Council requested the Town Administrator to look into were:

· Can the Town use some of the Harbor Management money to purchase a patrol boat for the Police Department?

· What would be an estimated cost to hire the Jamestown Youth Coordinator to work 40 hours a week (grant provides 30 hours) and give her health benefits?

· What is the total amount of grant money that the Town brings in?

· Is it possible to change the Beach vs. Dump sticker back to how it used to be?

· How can enforcing Workman’s Compensation safety issue be done?

· Can it be budgeted to purchase new bullet-proof vests for the Police Department?

The budget work session adjourned at 9:10 p.m.
