Memorandum from the Town Clerk

Councilor Hines:  As I recall, the Commerce Committee was encouraged by the Jamestown Village Association and at the time I thought that this was a duplication of the Jamestown Village Association.  It is virtually inactive and I am not sure that there is a reason to continue this committee.  Council President Pease:  Does it make sense to write to Mr. Drago and find out if they have been meeting and just not been sending minutes?  Councilor McInnis:  Are they waiting for the Council to ask them a question?  Councilor Robertson:  I would send them a letter inquiring as to what their plans are? What their meeting schedule is and what their position is?  Councilor Hines:  It might be helpful if we could research the minutes, when we formed the committee and see exactly what the charge is.  Councilor McInnis:  Maybe we did not give them enough guidance?  Councilor McInnis:  Before we write to Mr. Drago we should research the minutes.  Councilor Robertson:  I thought they were to meet as they saw fit and were to communicate with the Council as the need arose and not on a regular basis.  Councilor McInnis:  If that's true, then that really puts them in the same category as any group of people that wants to sit down and talk about things.  Councilor Robertson:  I think the way that this group was established was that they were going to be a liaison between the Jamestown Village Association and Town government.  Councilor McInnis:  They should at least meet quarterly.  Councilor Hines:  Do we really need a go between?   Councilor Robertson:  One issue that has been ongoing for several years, is the signs that say "Food, Gas and Lodging".  They have never been put up.  This is a concern for next tourist season.  Council President Pease:  Put this on the agenda at the next regular meeting on January 8, 1996 and supply the Council with a copy of the charge and any other information that would be helpful.
