Jamestown Philomenian Library: Last Friday night, a heat exchange coil ruptured in the library's basement; once discovered, there were six inches of water on the basement floor; steam rose through the vents onto the main floor; the most apparent damage appears to have been done to the dome of the children's area where steam collected; an insurance claim has been filed; two sump pumps were there but they failed; the fire department and public works director responded; an alarm will be connected to the police station for prompter response if an emergency occurs again.

Mr. Donnelly arrived at 8:04 PM (providing counsel at concurrent Council and Zoning Board of Review meetings).

Church Community Housing (proposed contract renewal): Motion by Councilor McInnis, seconded by Councilor Liberati to approve execution of the contract subject to clarification that the last line of the second paragraph should read "the Town proposes to engage the services of the Contractor", and the Solicitor is to assist the Administrator in adding wording to make it clear in Article V that the Town is not obligated to CCH if grant funding is not received. So voted.

Jamestown Shores Beach Committee: Motion by Councilor McInnis, seconded by Councilor Robertson to continue advertising to attempt to recruit two members at large, and table further action until October 23. So voted.

Jamestown Fire Department re: informational update: Deputy Chief Richard Wing: We have an update on the status of our fundraising for our purchase of two trucks back in May; we have had 3 car washes, 3 spaghetti dinners, a cruise, two country western days, a concert, softball tournament, golf tournament, and cocktail party, totalling receipts of $11,200 with over 1,800 volunteer manhours expended; on the raffle of Engine 3, we have had expenses totalling $1,860 for printing and mailing flyers to 6,550 fire departments; (copy of flyer distributed to Council); after seven weeks, we have received only have two checks to date and nothing in the last three weeks; we advertised in the program for a volunteer fire fighters convention last month, but it generated no response; we brought the truck to two musters and a parade and distributed flyers there with no response; under RI state law, we have to call this off because of insufficient response; they say the raffle has to make a profit and at least one third of that profit must go to charity. Councilor McInnis: This was supposed to carry a caveat that the event would be called off if there was insufficient response; this is the first time we are seeing this flyer and it has been mailed out across the country. Deputy Chief Wing: We have spoken with the Administrator about an outright sale of the equipment; she will check it out with the Solicitor; the fire department will help maximize whatever the Town can get for the truck; we will return these two checks; we have put in two grant applications: Champlin Fund and RI Foundation; the Town has not yet used a $75,000 grant from the Champlin Fund for the ambulance building, so we hope that is not used against us. On another issue, I addressed the Planning Commission in June on behalf of the fire department to make them aware that any fire facility would be prohibited in the RR-200 zone with the proposed revision of the zoning ordinance; the Town owns a lot of land in that zone and some of it may be desirable for a second station location; we would at least like it addressed as a special exception so we could have a hearing, it that becomes the case.

Deputy Chief Arthur Christman: At least one year ago, Council asked the fire department to abandon the site it used at Fort Getty for training on live burns; we did get permission to relocate to the bunkers at Beavertail, but we need a letter from the Solicitor relieving RIDEM's parks division of all liabilities. Motion by Councilor Liberati, seconded by Councilor McInnis to ask the Solicitor to cooperate with the fire department and send a letter to RIDEM for the purpose of allowing the fire department to practice at Beavertail. So voted.
