Joseph Ventetuolo: I am a resident of Cranston but have owned Jamestown property (Plat 1, Lot 338, Winona Street) since 1986; when I came down to get my recreation sticker, the recreation clerk explained the Town's new policy of requiring the vehicle and registration be present to issue the sticker; when I expressed displeasure at the inconvenience of the new policy, I was then treated rudely by a gentleman in the office, apparently the recreation director; when I returned home, I was called and told I only need to show the registrations of the vehicles I wanted additional stickers for. Motion by Councilor Liberati, seconded by Councilor McInnis that vehicle registrations (or photocopies thereof) should be shown to obtain resident stickers, which must then be affixed to windshield, but the actual vehicle need not be here for the transaction, and that the policy should be clearly stated by the recreation staff and on their recording as well to save confusion. So voted.

Councilor Robertson: We had previously received a letter from an elderly woman whose daughter visits for a couple weeks during the summer; can we help her? Mr. Shocket: I spoke to her and told her that her daughter was not eligible as a nonresident; I discussed with staff today the possibility of a nonresident sticker for $25 to $30 per year; the charge is currently $10 per day to park without a sticker; the ordinance defines resident and further specifies that stickers are issued to residents only.

Ms. Shocket: Councilor Hines reported today that his opinion for priority would be 1) North Road, 2) Southwest Avenue, and 3) downtown improvements. Motion by Councilor McInnis, seconded by Councilor Liberati to rank North Road, Southwest Avenue, and downtown improvements with the caveat that we would not be opposed to downscaling any of these projects if that is acceptable to the State. So voted.

Lyme Disease Report: Conanicut Island Lyme Disease Task Force (cont. from 05/22/95)

Mr. Powell: (referred to June 21 report; distributed pamphlets of deer management options) We are trying to avoid crisis management, and will continue the monitoring study and public education efforts; we request a work session with Council and RIDEM to address deer management options. Council consensus: Schedule it as part of the regular meeting on August 15. Numi Goodyear: There is no state or federal funding available for continued study.
