Councilor McInnis:  Why two separate bonds?  Finance Director:  It is my understanding that the Town originally applied for $600,000 and then for an additional $100,000.  We were told that we had to continue to keep them separate.  Administrator:  Two separate notes; one short term for $100,000 and one long term for $600,000.

So voted. Peddlar (Door to Door)

Council President Pease:  This is something that is not normally granted in the Town of Jamestown.  Administrator:  It is my understanding that it is not. Councilor McInnis:  What is it that they do?

Wendy Burney-Cumming:  Aerial photography.  I work for a British company that has been operating in the United Kingdom for 25 years.  They have just expanded into the New England area.  We go door to door showing people what we do and if people are happy with what we do they usually ask us to come back. We have worked in North Kingstown, Narragansett, Providence and Newport.  We are working in five states this year.  We have taken nine pictures of Jamestown area.  I think it would take us a maximum of one week (4 people).  Councilor McInnis:  I believe if a specific period of time is set and that this is only a one time canvass this would be acceptable.   It's different from what I would considering a normal continuing door to door thing.  Ms. Burney-Cumming:  We are not the foot in the door kind of salespeople, there is no pressure.  To be called salespeople is actually quite an insult.  Ms. Burney-Cumming:  I would be interested in seeing the ordinance that says door to door sales is not allowed.  It is actually illegal to ban soliciting.  Administrator:  Approval is necessary by Council.   

Motion by Councilor Robertson, seconded by Councilor McInnis to continued this to the next regular meeting on 08/23/93.  Council President Pease:  Applicant must supply the Town Clerk's office with references from other towns.  Council needs to contact the Police Chief and also would like an opinion from the Solicitor.  Motion so voted.
