Councilor Hines: The minutes deal with questions regarding the leasing procedure on Town properties; the Harbor Management Commission (HMC) meeting was to include representatives from the Enterprise Committee and the Administrator. McInnis: letter of our position has been transmitted. Ms. Shocket: I did not attend the 8/11 HMC meeting, but will follow up. Council President Pease: The HMC was supposed to discuss further on 9/8, but I did not attend due to an emergency Water and Sewer Commissioners meeting; there apparently is still some question. Councilor Hines: We should put this on our next agenda (9/27). Motion by Councilor Hines, seconded by Councilor Robertson adopt the minutes of the 08/10 meeting as presented. So voted.

Charlotte Zarlengo: The Mattera adjudication is scheduled for next Monday (9/20); it is a hearing on RIDEM's revocation of their ISDS permit and the State Police investigation of criminal charges against Vincent Mattera; (read letter aloud: Attorney Amato DeLuca represents Mr. Mattera and the Jamestown School Committee; believe there is a conflict of interest); I hope Council will take action to resolve this conflict before the hearing. Solicitor: Mr. DeLuca is not retained by the Council, but by the School Committee; Council has no control over him. Councilor Liberati: He may be violating the Bar Association's ethics regulations; in any event, the School Committee hired him, so only they have the ability to fire him; he may also be in violation of his legal obligation, but that must be taken up with the School Committee.

Philip Zarlengo: The hearing officer is going to ask the Solicitor if he sees any conflict; he will have to give an opinion. Councilor McInnis: I disagree. Solicitor: Your outlets for complaints are the Ethics Commission, Disciplinary Council and Hearing Officer.

Timothy Wasco: I would like to address Council regarding Spindrift Street. Council President Pease: You may do so at that time on the agenda.

Additionally:

Water Use: Mr. Goslee: We are pumping around 200,000 gallons per day, indicating that conservation measures are working. Ms. Shocket: Even if we can purchase 100,000 gallons per day, we will still be using an additional 150,000 gallons from the reservoir, so we still need rain. Councilor Liberati: The Army Corps of Engineers in Massachusetts and Farmers Home Administration may have piping supply available. Deputy Chief Froberg: As president of the central firefighters league, we are able to shuttle water to the Town via tankers; I will  work with Mr. Goslee; other agencies may be of assistance; we stand ready to support the Town; I will provide all information to Mr. Goslee; we can have the shuttle begin this weekend.

For Council consideration

Bid for animal control vehicle (Toyota Center of North Kingstown: $8,800 with cap): Ms. Shocket: This was the only bid one received, and it is under the amount we have budgeted. Motion by Councilor Hines, seconded by Councilor Liberati to accept the bid of Toyota Center of North Kingstown as the low bid, providing it meets all specifications. So voted.

Community Center roof repair bids: (Opened and announced by Council President Pease)

Mr. Goslee: We have $8,000 budgeted. Motion by Councilor McInnis, seconded by Councilor Robertson to accept the lower bid (Jeffrey Katz), providing it meets all specifications. So voted.

North Main Road Design Committee: Council President Pease: This will be an ad hoc committee. Motion by Councilor Robertson, seconded by Councilor Hines to establish an ad hoc committee to be known as the North Main Road Design Committee. So voted. Motion by Councilor Liberati, seconded by Councilor Robertson that the committee consist two Councilors, two citizens and two RIDOT representatives. So voted.

Jamestown Bridge Demolition: Councilor McInnis: This would be a different committee from the one which appears later on the agenda, dealing with the fishing use. Council President Pease: Let's table both for now; we need to know more about both. Motion by Councilor McInnis, seconded by Councilor Hines that the Administrator inform the Department of Fish and Wildlife that the Town is interested in participating and will respond at a later date. So voted.

Council President Pease, Ms. Shocket and Mr. Goslee left the meeting at 8:20 PM.

Proposed request to RIDOT re: leaving Spindrift connector road unpaved

Councilor Hines: I have discussed this with representatives of Nautilus and Spindrift Streets neighbors; a 24-foot wide paved road is planned; it would connect two unpaved roads, one of which is losing access to Beacon Avenue; six houses will be affected; Council should resolve to support a gravel road and appeal to RIDOT for relief from federal regulations. Motion by Councilor McInnis to so move and to authorize the Administrator to send a letter to RIDOT regarding same. Timothy Wasco: 100% of the residents I have spoken to on Nautilus, Neptune and Spindrift Streets agree that it should be gravel; only one mentioned oil. Councilor Liberati: Oil may help keep the dust down. Councilor Robertson: I would appreciate a petition from those residents stating their preference for a gravel road. Mr. Wasco: Will do; they also expressed concern regarding width and replacement foliage. Mr. Powell: I would be concerned for the wetlands if oil is used and would stress the need for a good base. Richard Wing: I think the Planning Commission should be consulted and sign off of any proposal like this before Council subverts our subdivision regulations. Councilor Liberati: I agree; they are responsible for the Comprehensive Community Plan and adopting regulations consistent with same. Councilor McInnis withdrew his motion. Motion by Councilor McInnis, seconded by Councilor Hines to that a draft of the proposed letter to RIDOT seeking relief be sent to the Planning Commission for comment. Councilor Hines: We will need the petition also. Motion so voted.
